NEWS IN BRIEF 
At London's Gateway 
Local people have said they want 
to make more of this area's 
status as the 'Gateway to the 
Capital'. One suggestion from 
the consultation so far is a 
'Millennium Gateway' at the start 
of the Ml. perhaps marked by a 
landmark tower or statue. One 
resident told Community News: 
Visitors coming to London by 

road enter London without any 
landmark to welcome them. 
I want to see the fact that we 
are at the Gateway to London 
highlighted — it will help put us 
on the map.' 

Local Agenda 21 comes to 
Cricklewood and Golders 
Green 
Care for the environment is 
central to any vision for the area. 
The council will ensure that 
improvements are sensitive to 
the needs of future generations. 
Regeneration in this area will 
take account of the effect on 
traffic, pollution, personal safety. 
building design and appearance, 
and the need for open spaces 
and trees. 

To ensure that our green 
aspirations are matched by 
action, the council has 
designated Cricklewood and 
Golders Green a 'Local Agenda 
21' area. That means that the 
decisions taken by world leaders 
at the Rio Summit in 1992 to 
reduce pollution and protect the 
environment will be matched by 
local action by the council. by 
businesses, and by local people.  

area as a conservation area. If 
approved, the area would include 
Gratton, Midland, Johnston, 
Needham and Campion Terraces. 
Conservation areas recognise 
the special character and 
appearance of certain areas and 
give councils extra powers to 
help maintain the area's most 
attractive features. 

A lottery bid for the Welsh 
Harp 
Barnet Council is preparing to 
bid for funds from the Heritage 
Lottery Fund. If successful, the 
bid will enable the council to 
provide a number of improved 
facilities at the Welsh Harp. The 
bid would include measures to 
promote nature conservation and 
to make it easier for people to 
enjoy this attractive area by 
including improved parking and 
other facilities. 

Millennium Green for 
Cricklewood? 
The council hopes to benefit 
from a scheme which aims to 
establish a 'Millennium Green' in 
every part of Britain. The 
scheme launched by the 
Countryside Commission and 
funded by the National Lottery 
will allow councils to bid for cash 
to establish permanent green 
spaces with trees, bushes, 
ponds. and paths for all to enjoy. 

If Barnet's bid is successful. it 
might be possible to establish a 
Millennium Green In the 
Cricklewood and West Hendon 
Initiative area that can be 
enjoyed by local people long 
after the year 2000. 

CIIr. Jack Cohen said 'We have a 
duty to leave the local environ-
ment in a better state for our 
children, and that's what we will 
do.' 

A new conservation area for 
Cricklewood? 
As part of its review of the 
borough's conservation areas, 
Barnet Council is considering 
whether to classify the 
Cricklewood Railway Terraces 

These are just some of the ideas 
being considered for the area by 
your council. As you can see, the 
results of consultation are now 
starting to be put into action. 
However, Barnet Council is 
continuing to develop new ideas 
and will continue to take into 
account the views of all sections 
of the local community — 
so come along and have 
your say.

 ------- ,ironies. waders and voluntary 
groups have enthusiastically 
embraced the dream of a 

thriving new Cricklewood and West 
Hendon. 

The local community has shown it 
wants to take a key role in 
partnership with the council to 
transform the area. 

A community planning weekend 
was held at Whitefield School by 
the council as part of its major 
consultation programme. 
Residents. local groups, land-
owners. business people, 
teachers. health workers, police 
officers. councillors and the local 
MP and MEP joined various 
workshops. 

The innovative Planning For Real 
approach puts people at the centre 
of shaping the future of the area in 
which they live, work and shop. 

The vision of a better future for the 
south-west part of the borough. 
created by local people during 
these sessions. set the framework 
consultants used for an exciting 
action plan, which was then 
displayed at public exhibitions to 
get more feedback. 

People were clear about the 
problems which need to be 
tackled. including unemployment, 
heavy traffic, pollution. vandalism 
and safety. 

They also took stock of all the 
good things about the area such 
as its friendly traders. community 
spirit and ideal location for picking 
up passing trade. 

The next step was putting together 
the plan for a brighter future. 
A wide range of excellent ideas to 
rejuvenate the area included 
environmental improvements and 
more green spaces. There was an 
agreed need for better security and 

safer roads, more parking 
space and better public transport.  

New facilities are wanted, including 
banks, and better promotion of the 
area to attract and retain 
investment and jobs. Workshop 
groups saw the need for better 
health and social care 
coordination, support and advice 
and more meeting places for 
people of all ages. particularly 
ethnic groups. 

Many called for new arts facilities 
such as a theatre or art gallery 
and better access for people with 
disabilities to leisure attractions. 

A high tech leisure park. a sports 
centre and a hotel and conference 
centre were also suggested as 
ways of exploiting the area's 
location as the M1 and North 
Circular junction. Perhaps even a 
new "Millennium Gateway" at the 
end of the M1 and the Welsh Harp  

could be turned into a local resort 
complete with an urban farm and 
picnic area. 

Some saw the need for a strategy 
to encourage small businesses, 
tackle unemployment and thought 
that skills training needs should b. 
developed. 

Young people would like to see 
empty buildings converted into 
youth clubs, gyms and workshops. 
Safety and security were also 
major concerns, with calls for CCTV 
in subways and better street 
lighting. 

Alan Williams, Leader of the 
Council, said: 'So far we have 
heard some excellent ideas - and 
we want to hear more. My 
message is simple: make sure 
you have your say!'
