7._9MALL DWELLINGS ACQUISITION ACTS—HOUSING ACT, 1949:

The Council have previously authorised an advance to Mr. G.P.M., the owner of certain
premises in the Borough, under the Small Dwellings Acquisition Acts. The owner had informed
the Town Clerk that by means of a temporary advance he had completed his purchase of the
property.

THE HENDON (FURTHER EDUCATION) SCHEME OF

DIVISIONAL ADMINISTRATION, 1950, made by the

Council of the said Borough under Part III of the First

Schedule to the Education Act, 1944, as amended by

Part I of the Second Schedule to the Education Act, 1946.

WHEREAS the Borough of Hendon an Excepted District

within the meaning of paragraph 4 of Part III of the First Schedule

to the Education Act, 1944.

AND WHEREAS the Minister in the exercise of his powers

under paragraph 9 of Part III of the First Schedule to the Education

Act, 1944, has directed that a Scheme of Divisional Administration

may be made by the Council of the Borough of Hendon to provide

for the exercise by the said Council on behalf of the Middlesex

County Council of certain functions under the said Act relating to

Further Education.

NOW therefore the Council of the Borough of Hendon hereby

make the following Scheme of Divisional Administration.

I NTERPRETATION

I. (I) In this Scheme, unless the context otherwise requires, the
following expressions have the meanings hereby respectively assigned
to them, that is to say :—

" The Act " means the Education Act, 1944, as amended by the
Education Act, 1946, and by the Educational (Miscellane-
ous Provisions) Act, 1948 ;

The Committee means the Committee constituted by Clause
7 of the Principal Scheme ;

" Evening Institute " means an educational course or courses
conducted wholly or mainly in the evening and being pro-
vided and maintained by the County Council for the part-
time education of persons over compulsory school age,
such courses being of a standard preliminary to that of
courses arranged in technical colleges, technical institutes,
art colleges or schools of art, or courses of a liberal
cultural or recreational character

The Principal Scheme means the Scheme of Divisional
Administration made by the Council of the Borough of
Hendon on the twenty-sixth day of March, 1945, and
approved by the Minister of Education on the nineteenth
day of November, 1945.

" Telchers includes Instructors and Youth Leaders
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(2) This Scheme shall be construed as one with the Principal

Scheme and subject to the provisions hereof shall be deemed to
form part of the Principal Scheme and the functions which the
Council are by this Scheme authorised to exercise on behalf of the
County Council shall be deemed to form part of the functions
within the meaning of the Principal Scheme and the provisions of
the Principal Scheme, except where inconsistent, shall apply to this
Scheme.

CONDITIONS ATTACHING TO EXERCISE OF FUNCTIONS

2. The exercise by the Council of the functions under this
Scheme shall, without prejudice to the other conditions or provisions
of this Scheme, be subject to :—

(i) the provisions, conditions and requirements of the Act and
of any regulations or directions made or given by the
Minister ;

(ii) the powers of Governors of Technical Colleges and Art
Schools in the Borough as conferred by the relevant
Schemes of Government ; and

(iii) the regulations made by the County Council from time to
time and to the conditions contained therein.

DIVISIONAL EXECUTIVE

3. The Council shall, for the purpose of this Scheme, be the
Divisional Executive for the Borough.

POWERS OF DIVISIONAL EXECUTIVE

4. The Council is hereby authorised to exercise, subject to
and in accordance with the provisions of this Scheme, and it shall
be their duty so to exercise on behalf of the County Council, the
functions relating to Further Education and the supplementary and
ancillary functions specified in this Scheme, including the Schedule
hereto, for and in respect of the Borough.

GENERAL DUTIES OF DIVISIONAL EXECUTIVE
WITH RESPECT TO FURTHER EDUCATION

5. (I) The Council shall at all times keep under review the
existing provision in the Borough for Further Education and the
needs of the Borough with respect to Further Education, and shall
be entitled to make representations and recommendations thereon
to the County Council.

(2) The Council shall furnish the County Council from time to
time with such information as the County Council may require, in

order to prepare, if the Minister shall so direct, any modifications

or supplementation of the Scheme of Further Education for the

Administrative County or any Scheme in replacement thereof in

accordance with the provisions of Section 43 of the Education Act,

1944.

EDUCATION ORDERS AND DIRECTIONS

6. The County Council shall send to the Council as soon as

practicable a copy of every Order or Direction made or given by

the Minister affecting Further Education in the Borough. A
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COMMITTEES

7. (I) There shall stand 
referred to the Committee such of the

functions of the Council 
under this Scheme as the Council may from

time to time decide.

(2) The Council may appoint and 
constitute such Sub-Com-

mittees of the Committee for the purpose of 
any of their functions

under thin Scheme as they may think 
fit :

Provided that in the exercise by the Council of functions in

relation to the Youth Service the power to appoint a Sub-Com-

mittee shall include a power to appoint thereon persons not being

members of the Council, the County Council or the Education Com-

mittee, provided that the number of such persons shall not exceed

half of the total number of the Sub-Committee.

DATE OF OPERATION OF SCHEME

8. This scheme shall come into operation on the date of the

Order of the Minister approving the Scheme.

THE SCHEDULE HEREINBEFORE REFERRED TO

The Council shall exercise the following functions for and in

respect of the Borough :—

(I) The appointment of such proportion of representatives of

the County Council as may be agreed with the County Council in
each case of the Members of the Governing Body of any Technical
College or Art School serving the Borough.

(2) The administration, control and management of the Evening
Institutes situated in the Borough subject to such conditions as may
be prescribed by the County Council for the purpose of securing
the proper correlation of the work of such Institutes with that of
Technical Colleges, Technical Institutes or Art Schools.

(3) (i) The establishment, maintenance and management, except
in connection with a Technical College or Art School, of camps,
holiday classes, playing fields, play centres and other places (includ-
ing playgrounds, gymnasia and swimming baths not appropriated
to any School or College) at which facilities for recreation or social
and physical training are available for persons within the Borough
for whom Further Education is provided ; (ii) with the approval of
the County Council assisting in the establishment, maintenance and
management of such places as aforesaid ; (iii) the organisation of
games, expeditions and other activities for such persons and (iv) with
the like approval the defraying of or contributing towards the
expenses thereof.

(4) The securing, in accordance with arrangements approved
by the County Council, of the development and maintenance of the
Youth Service in the Borough.

(5) The appointment to, and, subject to the approval of the
County Council in each case, the dismissal from, the service of the
County Council of all teachers employed at or in connection withany educational establishment administered or managed by theCouncil in accordance with paragraphs (2), (3) and (4) of thisSchedule.

In December, 1949 (Hsg.C., 21/1 1/49-12 (a) ), the Council authorised application to the
Minister of Health for a loan sanction for £5,000 to cover the cost of the provision of wash
basins in approximately 407 pre-war Council houses, it being intended that the work should be
carried out by the Council's Housing Maintenance Staff and the Minister was so informed when
the application was made.

On the 10th January, 1950, the Minister issued a loan sanction but the sanction carried the
usual endorsement that no part of the salary or wages of the Council's permanent staff ordin-
arily charged to Revenue Account should be defrayed out of the loan ". This ban was normally
applied to all loan sanctions, but in view of the information given to the Minister when the sanc-
tion in question was applied for as to the intention of the Council with regard to the carrying
out of the work, it was not expected that it would be applied in this case. On receipt of the
sanction, a communication was addressed to the Minister concerning the method of carrying
out the work and he deferred giving a definite decision as the ban was under general recon-
sideration in connection with the first report of the Local Government Manpower Committee.

The Minister has now issued Circular 47/50 dealing with the revised procedure for obitfl-
ing loan sanctions and the admissibility of expenditure to Loan Accounts. In this Circular
intimation is given that the ban on charging to Loan the wages of permanent workmen is withdrawn completely. In view of this, the Minister was asked to indicate the extent to which thewithdrawal of the ban would apply to the loan sanction issued on the 10th January, 1950, and hestated that such withdrawal would not apply to that sanction. It therefore follows that as n°part of the salary or wages of the Council's permanent staff may be defrayed out of any loanraised in the exercise of the sanction, effect cannot be given to the Council's intention to callout the work by their Housing Maintenance Staff unless a new sanction is obtained.

2. A body may be viewed by relatives or friends (except in cases

where the death has occurred from an infectious disease) or for

identification between the hours of 8 a.m. and 9 p.m. or at

other times in exceptional circumstances.

3. The Mortuary Keeper shall have charge of the keys and be

generally responsible for keeping the Mortuary clean and for

the contents thereof, and for the necessary attention to any

plant and fittings.

4. Prior to a Post-mortem at least three hours' notice shall be

given to the Mortuary Keeper who shall take steps to ensure

that everything is in readiness at the appointed time. During

the Post-mortem the Post-mortem room shall be locked off from

the remainder of the building. The Medical Practitioner shall

make all necessary arrangements in connection with the 
Post-

mortem and on its conclusion for the cleaning of all 
instruments

and shall ensure that the Post-mortem room is left in a satis-

factory state. After the Post-mortem the Mortuary Keeper

shall idke charge of the Post-mortem room 
and replace the

body in the Mortuary.
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5. No person other than a qualified medical practitioner or his

assistant duly authorised in writing, shall be permitted to use
the Post-mortem room.

6. The responsibility for stripping all bodies and for the custody
of all articles found thereon, shall rest with the Police or
Coroner but the Mortuary Keeper may carry out such cleaning
as is necessary.

7. The Mortuary Keeper shall be responsible for keeping all records
required and for checking and supervising the removal of bodies
by undertakers.

RECORD LIBRARY :

The Chief Librarian reported that complaints had been received from members of the
Gramophone Record Library regarding the fines charged on overdue records, particularly with
respect to alleged unfair 

burdens on borrowers of certain sets.

At present the fine levied is 2d. per record per week or part thereof, and for the purpose
of these fines records comprising a set are reckoned individually in spite of the fact that for
issue purposes a set is regarded as a single unit, and must be taken out complete. In these
circumstances a borrower is charged 6/8d. in fines for being 9 days overdue with a complete
recording of an Opera comprising 20 records, while another who keeps a set comprising a Piano

Concerto of 4 records for precisely the same length of time is only charged I/4d.

As a remedy for this inequality, and to ensure a more fair distribution of fines, the Chief

Librarian suggested that as each member is allowed 6 single records or one set on a ticket at

one time, fines charged should be based on the number of single records allowed out on a

ticket. Sets comprising more than this number of records should be regarded from the point

of view of fines as consisting only of 6 records, thus the maximum amount of fines chargeable

weekly will be 1/-. Borrowers taking out fewer than 6 records will, of course, be charged 2d.

hope that no further applications will be submitted during the current year. The effect of this
decision is that the 

making up of Talbot Crescent (Park Ward) and Featherstone Road (Mill Hill
Ward) will be allowed to proceed but applications relating to nine other roads are suspended
for the time being.

His Worship the Mayor (Alderman J. L. Freedman, J.P., M.A., LL.B.) declared an interest
in this matter, in relation to Woodward Avenue.

35....—MAINTENANCE OF ROADS OVER RAILWAY BRIDGES AND APPROACHES :

As instructed at the last meeting the Town Clerk submitted a report on the legal position
with regard to the maintenance of roads over railway bridges and approaches in the Borough.
In seven cases the Corporation have entered into agreements relieving the Railway Authorities
of responsibility for maintenance, but in one case the benefit of the agreement has passed to
the Middlesex County Council, for whom the Borough Council act as agents.

In the case of the bridge in Woodstock Avenue over the Northern Line there is an agree-
ment with the former London Electric Railway Company providing for the payment of £5 per
annum to the Corporation and terminable by six months' notice on 24th June in any year.

I n seven further cases the responsibility for the maintenance of the highways appears to
rest with the Railway Authorities and the Town Clerk was in communication with those
authorities with a view to clarifying the position and submitting a further report.

RESOLVED TO RECOMMEND—That the Town Clerk be instructed to give notice to the
London Transport Executive terminating on 24th June, 1951, the agreement dated
4th February, 1924, relating to the bridge in Woodstock Avenue with a view to
negotiating for an increased annual payment.

36.—APPROVAL OF ROAD PLANS :

The Town Clerk submitted Circular 648 of the Ministry of Transport dealing with road
schemes which are likely to require the approval of the Minister for any purpose before they
are included in a Development Plan, and before planning powers are exercised to safeguard
land required for the scheme. The Circular points out that the aim is to obviate as far as
possible later alterations being required by the Minister when he becomes directly concerned
with individual proposals. The road pattern of the principal traffic routes should therefore
be discussed with the Divisional Road Engineer and as far as possible agreed with him before
proposals are inserted in the basic County and Town maps to be submitted as part of the
Development Plan. The Minister is also prepared to consider applications from Highway
Authorities for approval of individual plans for important new construction or for proposals likely .
to require special consideration in regard to the amount or nature of property affected. Noted.

37.—NATIONAL SAFETY CONGRESS :
The Town Clerk reported the receipt of notice of the National Safety Congress to be held

at the Central Hall, Westminster from 16th to 18th October, 1950. The Council are invited to
send delegates to the Congress and a fee of £3 3s. Od. is payable in respect of each delegate.

RESOLVED TO RECOMMEND—That the Road Safety Organiser be appointed to attend

as the Council's representative at the National Safety Congress.

38.—.BUS STOPPING PLACES—NORTH END ROAD:

The Town Clerk reported that as instructed at the last meeting he had made further

representations to the London Transport Executive for the removal of the 'bus stop for

bound 'buses away from the entrance to Manor House Hospital in North 
End Road (Childs Hill

playground in this park. Mr. Owen considers this apparatus dangerous for children's use and
asks that steps be 

taken to prevent further accidents to children using such apparatus.

The Borough Surveyor submitted for the 
information of the Committee a plan which has

been approved by the Town Planning Committee of the Council and submitted to the County
Council for formal approval under Section 35 of the Town and Country Planning Act, 1947,

The plan provides for an area of land owned by the 
Council on the north side of the Ncrth

Circular Road to be developed for commercial purposes. The Council has already agreed in
principle to a portion of the land being leased to John Laing & Son Limited for the construc-
tion of Central Offices and for the small section adjacent to Brent Cross to be leased to the
Hendon Corporation Sports and Social Club. In addition, an application has been received
from the National Cash Register Company Limited who are anxious to build a block of offices
on part of the land, and Mr. Morton, the tenant of the property leased by Youngsigns Limited,
has asked to be considered for a lease of the section of the land which he at present occupies:
together with some extension thereof.

At the present time most of the property is held on lease by Hale Clinkers Limited who use
it for a site for mortar mills, etc. This lease expires towards the end of the present year and
the Council has already decided its renewal is undesirable.

Both John Laing & Sons Limited and the National Cash Register Company Limited have
been contemplating large schemes of development and it is doubtful as to whether it will be
possible to accommodate the three commercial firms on the available land. It is, however,
very desirable that the land should be suitably developed as at present it is in a derelict condi-
tion. The Borough Surveyor therefore asked for approval of the principle involved and for
authority to communicate with the three firms in question with a view to ascertaining whether
it is possible to accommodate them on the site. The Borough Surveyor also suggested that
building leases for a period of 99 years should be granted and that the ground rent for the
same should be fixed in conjunction with the District Valuer.

(b) Mill Hill Pool--Mid-day Closing.

The Borough 
Surveyor submitted a letter from Mr. R. H. Corfield suggesting that the Mill Hill

Swimming 
Pool should remain open during ,he mid-day lunch periods, as the facilities thereby

granted would be welcomed by business people in the vicinity. He reminded the Committee
that this auestion had been considered some vecirs ago, when it was found that during hot
weather, when the 

attendance at the Pools was extremely high, the water tended to become
cloudy by the end of the day, and the Council had therefore decided that the Pools should be
closed daily between I and 2 p.m., during which time the whole of the plant is kept running in
order to maintain the clarity 

of the water. It was also found difficult to make proper provision
for the rest periods and meal times of the staff if the Pools were kept open at mid-day.

As a special concession the Council had later agreed to give restricted facilities at West
Hendon Swimming Pool to the employees of firms in the vicinity between 12.30 and 1.30 p.m.,
without retaining staff on duty for the custody of clothing.

RESOLVED TO RECOMMEND—That no action be taken on the suggestion made by
Mr. Corfield.

(c) West Hendon Pool.

The Borough Surveyor submitted a letter from the Physician-in-Charge of Hendon Isolation
Hospital asking whether the Council would grant free passes to the hospital staff for the use
of the West Hendon Pool between opening time and 9 a.m., as was the practice before the
hospital was transferred to the Regional Hospital Board.

RESOLVED TO RECOMMEND—That authority be given for the issue of free passes to
the staff of the Hendon Isolation Hospital for the use of the West Hendon
Swimming Pool between opening time and 9 a.m.

I0,—REFUSE DISPOSAL WORKS :

The Borough Surveyor submitted a report showing that satisfactory progress is being main-
tained in the re-construction and modernisation of the Refuse Disposal Works. One new four-
cell incinerator unit is in .operation, the old unit has been demolished and the steel casings for
the new unit are in course of erection. The new screen dust conveyor, dust hopper and
magnetic separator have all been brought into use. Noted.

I L—TRANSPORT :
(a) Refuse Collection Service.

The Borough Surveyor reminded the Committee that the replacement and modernisation of

the refuse collection vehicles for the northern area of the Borough had been completed, and

that provision had been made in the current year's estimates to deal with a portion of the

southern area, where many of the vehicles in use are in urgent need of replacement.

He submitted a quotation received from Shelvoke and Drewry Limited for the supply of

four freighters with 24 cubic yard rear-loading moving-floor bodies at a total cost of £6,720.

A sum of £7,200 is provided in the current year's estimates for this purpose. The firm offer a

maintenance guarantee for a period of three years during which they will undertake replace-

ments (except tyres) without charge, will provide labour where necessary for fitting the parts

and will provide a relief vehicle in the event of a freighter being immobilised by accident or

mechanical breakdown. One vehicle could be delivered in September and one in October,

and the order could be completed by January, 1951. The vehicles are satisfactory for the

purpose required and in particular, provide proper accommodation for 
carrying the crew and

their clothing in all weathers.

The Borough Surveyor submitted a proposal for the discharge of trade effluent into theCouncil's sewers from the premises of Schweppes Limited, Garrick Road, Hendon, and statedthat the West Middlesex Main Drainage Committee had approved the reception of tradeeffluent from these premises into the County Council's West Middlesex Main Drainage systemunder the provisions of the Public Health (Drainage of Trade Premises) Act, 1937, subject tothe completion of a trade effluent agreement embodying appropriate terms and conditions ofdischarge.

RESOLVED TO RECOMMEND—

(1) That, subject to the execution by Schweppes Limited of an agreement in a formto be approved by the Town Clerk authority be given for the discharge of tradeeffluent from their premises into the Council's sewers.
(2) That authority be given for the Corporate Seal to be affixed to any necessarydocuments.

I3.—EXTENSION OF SEWER—MILESPIT HILL :
The Borough Surveyor submitted a letter from the Bursar of Mill Hill School stating thatthe existing cesspool drainage of the house known as The Vineries had given rise to com-plaints and enquiring whether the Council could extend the main sewer in Milespit Hill to servethe house.

The Borough Surveyor reported that the estimated cost of the extension, including the pro-vision of a manhole, was £275 and that an equitable arrangement would be for the cost tobe shared equally by the school and the Council. The school would be responsible for anyalterations to the drainage system at the house and also for the cost of providing the connectionto the new sewer. There was, however, no provision for this expenditure in the estimates forthe current financial year.

RESOLVED TO RECOMMEND—That the Borough Surveyor be instructed to inform theBursar that the Council are prepared to carry out the necessary extension but thatif any expenditure on the part of the Council is involved the matter must bedeferred for consideration in the next financial year.
I 4.—DRAINAGE OF BOUNDARY PROPERTIES :

The Borough Surveyor submitted a report on the drainage of properties in Edgware Read,
gh of He

betwen Edgware bridge and Elstree, on the boundary between the Borou ndon and
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the
Urban District of Harrow. These properties were formerly within the area of the Hendon

Rural District Council and drained by the Harrow Council. The Borough Council had con-
structed a new intercepting sewer on the east side of the road which picked up at a point about
400 yards 

north of Spur Road the old Elstree outfall sewer from Elstree Village. During the war
factory 

premises were constructed in the vicinity and as a temporary measure it was agreed
that the

drainage from these buildings should be received into the Elstree outfall sewer and dis-
charged into the Hendon main drainage system.

From plans prepared of the catchment area it appears that approximately 75 per cent. of
the flow from the Elstree 

outfall sewer is derived from the Harrow side and about 25 per cent.
from the Hendon side. 

The Borough Surveyor therefore suggested that an agreement should
be entered into with the Harrow Urban District Council constituting the Elstree outfall sewer
as a joint outfall sewer in respect of which all the costs of cleansing, maintenance, reconstruction
or enlargement should be borne as to 75 per cent. by the Harrow Urban District Council and
as To 25 per cent. by the Hendon Borough Council. He also suggested that the agreement
should provide that the manhole which receives the discharge from the Elstree outfall sewer
should be redesigned so that 75 per cent. of the flow should be taken by the Harrow sewer
on the west side of the road and 25 per cent, by the Hendon sewer on the east side of the road.

The arrangements suggested would be effective from the date of the agreement but reason-
able Payment should be made by the Harrow Urban District Council for the use of the Hendon
sewers in past years. It is the usual practice for payments of this kind to be based on the rate-
able value of the properties draining into the sewer and the Borough Surveyor suggested that in
company with the Borough Treasurer he should be authorised to negotiate on those lines with the
Harrow Urban District Council.

RESOLVED TO RECOMMEND—

The circular states that it has been decided, in
consultation with the Minister of Works, that, in future, licences authorising the conversion of
any buildings into houses or flats, should be issued subject to a condition fixing the maximum
rent at which the dwellings to be provided may be let and where justified by the licensee's
i nterest in the property, to a maximum selling price. A rental fixed in this way is taken outside
the scope of review by a Rent Tribunal by sub-section 7 (b) of the Landlord and Tenant (Rent
Control) Act, 1949. As the work of conversion varies widely according to the type of pro-
perty and the circumstances of the area, it must be left to the local authority to decide what is
in their judgment, a reasonable rent and selling price for the property having regard to all the
relevant circumstances including the cost of conversion and repair and any Development
Charge and to prevailing rents of comparable properties in the neighbourhood.

The Minister has considered the question of the application, under Section 130 (2) of the
Housing Act, 1936, of surpluses which may be shown in Housing Revenue Accounts at 31st
March, 1950. He anticipates that local authorities will concur in his view that generally any
such surpluses should be carried forward to the next quinquennium and his consent may be
assumed to the adoption of this course. He will, however, be prepared to consider any pro-
posals which a local authority may wish to submit for the carrying of a part of their surplus
to the Housing Repairs Account or for the use of a part of the surplus under the powers con-

tained in Section 21 (3) of the Housing (Financial and Miscellaneous Provisions) Act, 1946.
Noted.

1 2.—RENTS OF HOUSES, ETC., OCCUPIED BY HOSPITAL STAFF—CIRCULAR 53/50:

The Town Clerk reported the receipt of the Ministry of Health Circular 53/50 (dated

1 5/5/50) regarding the fixing of rents charged for houses and flats now owned by the Ministry

and occupied by hospital staff. The Minister has drawn the attention of all Hospital Manage-

ment Committees and Boards of Governors to the divergence of practice at present existing

over the country as a whole in fixing the rents of such houses and has requested them to make

an early review so as to ensure that where necessary rents are adjusted and fixed on a more

uniform basis.

The Ministry ask each local authority to consider for thern•
selves the numbers and needs of those who have 

applied for a Council house, and of those who
would prefer houses built under licence. It is only in the light of such an examination of the
relative numbers and needs of the two groups that the Council can form a proper judamert
of the proportion in which the houses allocated to them for building should be divided es
between the Council themselves and private persons building under licence in order to make the
most effective contribution to the requirements of those families who are in the most urgent need
of houses. The Minister desires, therefore, to emphasize the necessity for this comparative
examination before the Council come to a decision as to the division of the houses allocated to
them. When a local authority are satisfied after such examination that the most urgent hour.
ing needs of their district cannot be met satisfactorily unless licences are issued in excess of
the present authorised proportion of one-tenth the Minister is prepared to leave it to their
discretion to increase up to a maximum of one-fifth the proportion of the allocation for 1951
which in due course will be made to them by the Principal Regional Officer. If a local
authority have evidence which, in their opinion, indicates that even more than one-fifth of the
allocation should be devoted -to building under licence, the Minister will be prepared to consider,
exceptionally, their proposals, which should be submitted to the Principal Regional Officer with
a full explanation of the facts and consideration on which they are based.

•

The Minister also brings to the notice of local authorities certain points in regard to the
administrative arrangements for the issue of licences which should be spread by the local
authority over the relative period so as to facilitate smooth progress and to avoid dislocation of
the local building programme. The Minister is advised by the Minister of Works that he has
decided to delete from licences issued by him the condition that construction must be started
within two months of the date of issue of the licence. Local Authorities should delete this co•
dition from licences which they issue and should take appropriate administrative action to
ensure that persons to whom licences are issued are in fact ready to start work within such
reasonable period as they think fit. They should not, however, make the issue of a licence 0?
the promise of one conditional upon the applicant having already acquired a site.

I n the case of an applicant living in one district and who desires to move to another. . din

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14_HOUSING BUILDING COSTS—CIRCULAR 58/50 (DATED 22/5/1950) :

Housing.

The Town Clerk reported the receipt of Ministry of Health Circular 58/50 which states that
the Minister of Health has had under further consideration the question of house building costs,
oarticularly in the light of the Second Report of the Girdwood Committee and of the recom-
mendations in the First Report of the Local Government Manpower Committee. While the
Minister is satisfied that the standards of accommodation, amenity and equipment recommended
in the Housing Manual 1949, must not be relaxed, he wishes to emphasize the increased
responsibility resting upon local authorities for ensuring that these standards are achieved at the
lowest possible cost. The Girdwood Committee have commended to local authorities a list
of items which the Ministry have noted in the past as possible sources of economies. The
Minister strongly recommends that arrangements should be made to have these details checked
and certified as a matter of routine procedure in the early stages of each scheme to ensure that
unessential items are eliminated and unnecessary costs avoided.

The Minister is particularly anxious that local authorities should keep a careful watch on
the overall cost of new houses and not merely upon the cost per square foot of floor area, and
that in framing estimates and determining the reasonableness of tenders it is not appropriate to
apply a rigid test of a general price per square foot of accommodation since the price calcu-
lated on that basis varies according to the overall size of the houses.

If, when all practicable measures have been taken to secure low prices, the tenders are, in
the opinion of the local authority, in excess of a fair and reasonable price for the work, the
authority should consider whether the scheme should not be deferred for a time. Certain other
matters are dealt with in the Circular with a view to reducing costs while maintaining the
standards recommended in the Housing Manual. Noted.

55.—REVIEW OF RENTS OF COUNCIL'S HOUSES :

The Committee gave consideration to a report submitted by the Borough Treasurer dealing

with the review of rents of the Council's houses. A copy of the report is contained in the

Committee's Minute Book.

It will be recalled that the provisions of the Rent Restriction Acts do not apply to houses

erected by the local authority and that the only statutory qualification to which regard must

be had in determining the amount of rent to be charged is contained in Section 85 (5) of the

Housing Act, 1936, which prescribes :—

" In fixing rents the authority shall take into consideration the rents ordinarily payable

by persons of the working classes in the locality."

It should, however, be noted that under the Housing Act, 1949, the limitations of the

statutory powers to the provision of houses for the working classes has now been removed and

it is the duty of Local Authorities to consider the housing needs of all members of the community.

The Committee have also had under consideration the question of the cost of repairs of

the houses and are keeping this matter under close observation.

The Borough Treasurer and Housing Officer have been requested to submit a joint 
report

thereon to the next meeting.

subject to the exclusion of an area of 22.58 acres 'or thereabouts as agreed with the RailwaY
Executive.
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The Borough Surveyor reported that detailed plans of the lay-out of this site had been
prepared and are the subject of discussion with the Town Planning Authority and the Ministry
of Health. It is hoped that the plans will be approved at an early date. In the meantime
the necessary surveys are being made for the road and sewer scheme which must precede any
house building contracts. This scheme will provide for about 200 dwelling units. Noted.

(f) Lawrence Street Housing Scheme, Site No. 14.

The Borough Surveyor reported that plans for this site are in course of preparation and
negotiations in progress with the Town Planning Authority and the Ministry of Health.

Proposals are being developed for building a -rather larger type of house on this site, the
Ministry of Health attaching considerable importance to the development in this case in view
of the situation of the land. This scheme should provide for approximately 100 dwelling units.

Noted.
(g) Brockley Hill South and Spur Road Sites Nos. 29 and 30.

It was reported by the Borough Surveyor that an area comprising approximately 80 acres
of land is included in these two sites and a plan of the scheme has been submitted to the Town
Planning Authority under Section 35 of the Town Planning Act, 1947. He submitted for the
information of the Committee the comments of the various Ministries and the Local Planning
Authority on the scheme.

Negotiations are proceeding with a view to producing a plan which will conform to the
requirements laid down by the various authorities concerned. Noted.

(h) Further Sites--Northway Circus, Mill Hill and North Road, Burnt Oak.

The Borough Surveyor reported that there are two further small sites at Northway Circus,
M ill Hill, and North Road, Burnt Oak, in respect of which Compulsory Purchase Orders are
being made and planning proposals will be prepared for these sites directly the major problems
connected with the larger sites already referred to have been determined. Noted.

(i) Tenterden Gardens, Hendon.

It will be recalled that a Compulsory Purchase Order was made relating to certain land
fronting Tenterden Gardens, most of which was owned by Mr. H. V. Rowlands. In connection
with this Order, Mr. Rowlands. some time ago, appeared before the Committee when it was
decided that action on this Compulsory Purchase Order should be suspended. The Borough
Surveyor reported that since that date Mr. Rowlands had obtained town planning approval to a
scheme for the development of this land with houses and, up to date, five licences have been
granted to persons wishing to build houses thereon ; three of the houses are in course of con-
struction. In these circumstances, the Borough Surveyor suggested that no further action be
taken in respect of this Compulsory Purchase Order.

RESOLVED TO RECOMMEND—That no further action be taken in connection with the

Compulsory Purchase Order made in respect of this land and that the Town Clerk

be instructed to request the Minister of Health not to confirm the Order.

60.—HOUSING SITE NO. 5—BRENT HILL ESTATE, HENDON :

At the meeting of the Council on the 6th March last, a resolution was passed authorising

an application to the Ministry of Health for sanction to the borrowing of a sum of £3,230 for a

period not exceeding 20 years, and in this connection the Borough Surveyor reported that this

sum was estimated to be the amount required to cover the additional costs of labour and

materials on the roads and sewers already constructed on this site and to provide for the com-

pletion of road No. 4 which will serve the twenty-six aged persons dwellings now in course of

construction. This amount requires some revision in order to provide for Clerks of Works salaries

in respect of the whole of the road and sewer schemes and must be sub-divided as between

roads and sewers. Authority is, therefore, required to amend this resolution by providing for

two applications to the Ministry of Health, one for a sanction of £2,456 for a period not

exceeding 20 years and the other for a sum of £1,387 for a period not exceeding 30 years.

(a) Completion of Kenilworth Road and Fairmead Crescent (part of).

The Borough Surveyor reported that tenders had now been obtained for the final making
up of Kenilworth Road and that portion of Fairmead Crescent which was taken over by the
Council when the land was purchased, and he submitted a schedule of tenders received in con-
nection with this work. A copy of the schedule of tenders is contained in the Committee's
Minute Book. The lowest tender submitted is that of Percy Bilton Ltd. amounting to
£2,742 10s. Id. for Kenilworth Road and £2,074 Its. 3d. for Fairmead Crescent.

An application for loan sanction for the necessary amount has already been made to the
Ministry of Health.

(b) Completion of Harcourt Avenue and Fairmead Crescent (part of).

The Borough Surveyor reported that the contract for the construction of the kerbing and
footpaths of Harcourt Avenue and the portion of Fairmead Crescent laid out by the Council is
approaching completion and it is necessary to make arrangements for the surfacing of the
carriageway.

It will be recalled that the original carriageway was laid down in stabilised ash. During
the progress of the work a certain amount of wear has taken place as a result of the heavy
lorry traffic using the roads. In addition, therefore, to providing three inches of bituminous
macadam as a running surface it will be necessary to make up with hardcore for an average
depth of about two inches. It will, therefore, be necessary to make application to the Ministry
of Health for sanction to the borrowing of a sum of £5,050, based on the following figures :—

In accordance with the Committee's instructions the Borough Surveyor reported that he hac
considered the question of the improvement of the sound insulation to the above-named flats

In the case of these flats the main complaints appear to come from the occupants of the

lower flats who complain of noise from the living room and two bedrooms above them.

The Borough Surveyor submitted two alternative schemes for dealing with this problem

(i) costing approximately £40 per flat and (ii) approximately £90 per flat. The latter, although

more expensive, would be more effective and should achieve a greater noise reduction. In

either case it would be desirable to experiment in the first instance with one or two blocks of

flats in order to gain more experience of the cost involved and the noise reduction achieved.

RESOLVED TO RECOMMEND—That the Borough Surveyor be instructed to carry out the

necessary works in the first instance to one block of flats at an estimated cost of

9—CLITTERHOUSE HOUSING ESTATE—RENEWAL OF CHAIN LINK FENCING TO

GARDENS:

It will be recalled that a tender amounting to £3,210 I2s. Od. was accepted for the re-
newal of the chain link fencing to the gardens of the above-named estate. This tender included
for providing new oak posts where the existing ones were defective, it being estimated that some
15% would require renewal. The Committee decided that it would be preferable to renew
these posts in concrete and an amended tender amounting to £3,299 I3s. Od. was accepted
and the work put in hand. The Borough Surveyor reported that in the course of carrying out
these works it has been found that a large number of the oak posts particularly those at the
angles, would not take the strain of the new wire fencing and it has been necessary to substitute
a larger number of new concrete posts (both intermediate and angle) than was originally antici-
pated.

At the present time the work has been completed to the whole of the fencing of the
houses in Clitterhouse Crescent and to all the houses with even numbers in Clitterhouse Road,
the total expenditure incurred to date being £2,920 I8s. 9d. The remaining work to be
executed includes the houses fronting Claremont Road and the odd numbers in Clitterhouse
Road and it is estimated that the completion of this work will cost an additional £1,436 I8s. 6d.

In view of the fact that an excess expenditure will be involved the Borough Surveyor sug-
gested that no further work should be undertaken this year and a revised estimate submitted
for the completion of the work for inclusion in next year's estimates.

It is also desirable to postpone the work, as carrying out fencing work during the summer

months is very difficult without doing some damage to the gardens of the houses.

The Committee have duly noted the matter, and

The Committee noted an extract from information submitted by the Borough Surveyor for
the purpose of Ministry of Health Housing Programme Reports for the months of March, April
and May, 1950.

A copy of the extract appears in the report of the Buildings and Town Planning Com-
mittee, Item No. 68.

(b) Licences for the Erection of Private Houses.

The Borough Surveyor referred to the announcement which appeared in the press on the
5th May intimating that local authorities were authorised to increase the issue of licences from a
ratio of I in 10 to a ratio of I in 5 of their housing allocation and that such licences would be
" mobile " and available for use in a district other than that of the authority against whose
quota the licence is issued.

As a result of this announcement a large number of applications have been received both
from persons wishing to erect a house in Hendon and from persons wishing to erect a house in
some other area.

On the 19th May, Ministry of Health Circular No. 57/50 dated 17th May, 1950, was
received which makes it clear that the alteration to the ratio will apply to the allocation to be
made for the year 1951 and that this allocation will be notified in due course. The position
is, therefore, that for the year 1950 the Committee is limited to a total of twenty licences.

The Borough Surveyor submitted for the information of the Committee schedules of applica-
tions which have been received up to the 10th instant, sub-divided as follows :—

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It will be recalled that it was decided at the last meeting that new applications should be
considered only 

from the following :—

(a) Residents in Hendon who wish to build a house in the Borough.

(b) Subject to the approval of the Chairman, non-residents who are working permanently in
the Borough and who have to travel a long distance to get to their work.

In view of the difficult situation which had developed the Borough Surveyor consulted the
Chairman of the Committee and with his approval applied to the Ministry of Health on the 17th
May for authority to issue 75 additional licences as follows :—

(a) 50 licences for issue to residents wishing to build houses within the Borough.

(b) 25 licences for residents desiring to build in the area of another Borough on a licence
chargeable to the Hendon quota.

The Ministry by letter dated 6th June, replied pointing out that the licences to be issued
during the current year will continue to be limited to I in 10 of the Council's own building
programme and the Minister cannot agree to any increase in this proportion during the current
allocation period.

The Borough Surveyor informed the Committee that it was possible to issue a further eight
licences on this year's quota and he suggested that the Committee should select eight of the
applicants in Schedule A " and that they be issued licences subject to obtaining town planning
and bye-law approval to their plans. This would enable the maximum advantage to be taken
of the good building weather. He also suggested that a further six applicants be selected who
could be issued with licences subject to the foregoing conditions, in the event of any of the
persons who have already been promised a licence not proceeding any further.

In all cases where a licence has been promised a condition has been imposed that the
necessary conditions shall be fulfilled within a period of two months. The Committee have
referred the general question of the issue of building licences to the Housing Sub-Committee
for consideration and report, and

RESOLVED TO RECOMMEND—That the Chairman, in conjunction with the Borough
Surveyor and the Housing Officer, be authorised to select eight applicants in
Schedule " A " with a view to issuing building licences to them.

The plots, which have a frontage to Hankins Lane of 78 ft. 6 ins. and a depth of approxi-

mately 170 ft., cost £300 each which is equivalent to £3 I6s. Od. per foot of frontage. A

value of £8 per foot of frontage would increase the value of the land as a building site to

£628 per plot.

.—GENERAL DEVELOPMENT ORDER, 1950:

The Town Clerk submitted Ministry of Town and Country Planning Circular 87 and the
Town and Country Planning General Development Order and Development Charge Applications
Regulations, 1950, a copy of the Circular and Regulations having previously been circulated.

The Regulations came into force on 22nd May, 1950, and substantially reproduced the
General Development Order, 1948, and also include the Regulations regarding the making of
applications.
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Buildings and Town Planning.

The new Order makes specific provision for " outline applications " which in effect will be
applications which in the past the Council have decided " in principle ".

Certain development is now permitted without any application being necessary, the main
types of development being 

:—

(1) Enlargement of a house by 1,750 cu. ft. or one-tenth (up to 4,000 cu. ft.) up to height
of house and no part of enlargement to project beyond forward-most part of original
house. This includes the erection of a garage.

(2) Erection of buildings within the curtilage of a house, such as sheds for livestock and
buildings for domestic needs or personal enjoyment of those occupying the house (sub-
ject to certain height restrictions). (This does not include the erection of a garage.)

Or) (3) Erection or alterations of fences, walls, etc., abutting on a road (subject to a height
restriction of 4 ft. where abutting on a traffic road and 7 ft. elsewhere).

(4) Exterior painting of premises, except for advertisement.

(5) The use of land for any purpose on not more than 28 days in total in any calendar
year, and the erection or placing of movable structures on the land for the purposes
of such use.
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(6) Extension of agricultural buildings, etc. (except dwellings) on agricultural land over an
acre in extent (restrictions near airfields and main roads).

(7) Extension of industrial buildings by one-tenth cubic content up to 5,000 square feet
of floor space to height of original buildings.

(8) Erection of small buildings by local authorities for the purpose of their functions other-
wise than as statutory undertakers. Developments by local authorities on land held
under the War Damaged Sites Act, 1949.

(9) The rebuilding, restoration or replacement of buildings works or plants which have sus-
tained war-damage subject to restrictions as to the cubic content and external appear-
ance.

(10) Road works outside the boundary of a highway.

(1 1) Use of buildings on Ministry of Civil Aviation airfields.

Many of the types of permitted development are subject to standard conditions and the
exemptions do not generally apply to work which involves access to a trunk or classified road
or which obstructs the view on any road at a corner, bend, or road junction. Noted.

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1 1.—ENFORCEMENT CONTROL—WAR-TIME CONTRAVENTIONS :

The Town Clerk referred to previous reports concerning the period within which enforce-
ment action could be taken in respect of certain development begun during the war period,
and to the list of contraventions submitted to the Committee at their meeting in March, 1950.

He reported that he had received from the Middlesex Borough and District Councils' Asso-
ciation a copy of an opinion of Counsel obtained by the Middlesex County Council which in
effect confirms the reports previously submitted to the Committee. Counsel advises that the
only ways to overcome the limitation period in the 1946 Act are (a) a voluntary application for a
determination under the Act or (b) a prohibition of the development followed by service of an
enforcement notice. Prohibition might involve a liability to pay compensation under Section
27 of the 1947 Act.

I n accordance with the Committee's previous instructions the Borough Surveyor will be
reporting on each of the cases of which particulars were included in the list submitted in March,
1 950, and the Committee expressed the view that in all appropriate cases where enforcement
action is authorised the Town Clerk should endeavour to obtain an application for determination
under the Building Restrictions (War-Time Contraventions) Act, 1946.

1 2.—INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT IN THE BOROUGH :

The Town Clerk reported that during the course of a local Inquiry in November, 1949, it
had been revealed that the appellants had been given a certificate by the Board of Trade that
their proposed development could be carried out consistent with the proper distribution of
industry. The attention of the Ministry of Town and Country Planning had been drawn to
this fact and an enquiry made as to whether there had been any change of policy. The Ministry
have now replied that there has been no change of policy and that Hendon remains a " con-
traction " area. Noted.

HOUSE-TO-HOUSE COLLECTION :

The Sub-Committee received a report by the Borough Treasurer on the progress of the 
house-to-house

collection. The total amount raised in the Borough as a result of the appeal at the date of the Sub-

Committee's meeting was £718 but the response for collectors varied considerably from ward to ward

and arrangements were not completed for the majority of streets in the Borough.

Alderman Copestake was appointed Chairman of the Sub-Committee.

2.—ORGANISATION OF CIVIL DEFENCE:

The Town Clerk submitted a report on the general organisation of Civil Defence under the Civil
Defence Acts, 1937-1948, and the functions conferred on the Borough Council.

The Government have intimated that the arrangements will conform generally to those in force in the
last war. Local Authorities will have a large responsibility for Civil Defence measures but will not be
required to make schemes of the kind provided for in the Air Raid Precautions Act, 1937. The stage
has now been reached where central planning, which has been in progress for some time, is to be extended
to local authorities. The Government will deormine from time to time what shall be the scale of
preparation by local authorities, and the speed at which they should proceed. The personnel required
will be recruited locally to a national body to bo known as the Civil Defence Corps, or to the National
Hospital Service Reserve, the Auxiliary Fire Service or the Special Constabulary.

In most cases outside the County of London the principal authorities are to be the County and
County Borough Councils, and it is expected that in respect of a number of functions County Councils
will operate by delegation of their powers, where appropriate, to County District Councils. Certain
functions have, however, been conferred directly on the County District Councils. No responsibility will
rest on local authorities with regard to dealing with casualties at First Aid Centres and Hospitals, as
these services will be controlled by the National Hospital Administration.

The functions which have been conferred directly on the Council are as follows :—

Instruction and advice to the public.
Billeting and rehousing of homeless.
I nformation Centres.
Sewerage and sewage disposal.
Disposal of the dead (reinforcement by County Council).

First Aid repair to houses.

Generally speaking, evacuation and billet ng arrangements, including the welfare of evacuees, are

to be carried out by County District Councils, 1.).it the London County Council have agreed to take

responsibility for evacuation over the whole of th3 Greater London Group, which includes the Borough of

Hendon. Noted.

3.—DELEGATION BY COUNTY COUNCIL :

The Civil Defence (General) Regulations, ,349, provide that a county 
council may, with the consent

of the appropriate Minister, and shall at his direction, delegate all or any of their Civil Defence func-

tions to another local authority.

The Home Office have indicated in Civil Defence Circular No. 19/1950 that 
although County Coun-

cils must retain general responsibility for the co-ordination of training, planning and operations in the

County and for finance, it is essential to enlist the interest, goodwill and active 
co-operation of County

District Councils. In the case of County District Councils 
with sufficient resources, delegation should be

made freely and fully and there should be close 
co-operation between Members and Officers of County

and County District Councils. Financial control should be exercised 
on a broad basis and not in respect

of every separate item of expenditure. It appears to the Secretary of

5.—COUNTY ORGANISATION :

The Town Clerk submitted a report on the organisation of the County Division of the Civil Defence
Corps.

The Corps is sub-divided functionally into 6 sections, viz., Headquarters, Wardens, Pioneer, Rescue,
Ambulance and Welfare. The County Council have divided the County into 3 Sub-groups, each further
divided into Sub-divisions to coincide with the areas of the County District Councils. Hendon is in Sub-
group B. which also includes the Boroughs of Wembley and Willesden and the Urban Districts of Harrow,
Ruislip-Northwood and Uxbridge. Each Sub-group will consist primarily of a headquarters staff for the
purpose of decentralising the work of the County Council, and will not necessarily have complete per-
sonnel of the six functional sections into which the Division is divided.

The County Council have appointed a County Civil Defence Officer and other officers to have charge
of the organisation of each section of the Corps at County level and have requested the Borough
Council to designate officers to take charge of each of the sections (except, at least for the time being,
the Ambulance section) in its Sub-division.

The Home Office have intimated that it will not, in the Secretary of State's opinion, be necessary for

a County District Council to appoint a Civil Defence Officer, either whole-time or part-time, unless the

arrangements made with the County Council provide for the exercise by the District Council of sub-

stantial delegated functions and the County Council exceptionally agree that such an appointment is

necessary. In other cases the Clerk or some other officer should be nominated as a Liaison Officer to

deal as part of his ordinary duties with Civil Defence matters and to keep contact with the County Civil

Defence Officer.

In addition, the County Council have appointed a Consultative Sub-Committee to consider draft

schemes, operational proposals and other matters. The Sub-Committee consists of 12 members of the

County Civil Defence Committee and six mombors nominated by County District Councils (2 from each

of the Sub-groups). An advisory Committee -f Officers has also been set up, consisting of a Town

Clerk or Clerk, a Medical Officer of Health, an Engineer and a Finance Officer from each Sub-group.

The Sub-Committee instructed the Officers to confer on the question of designating Officers to take

charge of the sections of the Sub-Divisional Civil Defence Corps and to submit a 
report thereon at the

next meeting of the Sub-Committee.

6.—PREMISES :

On consideration of a communication received by the Town Clerk from the Home Office the Sub-

Committee have instructed the Town Clerk to consult with the other Chief Officers on the general 
basis

of the Civil Defence preparations in the Borough and have instructed the Borough Engineer and Sur-

veyor to carry out a survey on the lines indicated in the communication and to submit a report on the

matter at a future meeting of the Sub-Committee.

lo,—FUNCTIONS CONFERRED ON THE COUNCIL:

The Town Clerk submitted a report on the Civil Defence functions which have been conferred directly
on the Council.

(a) Evacuation.

This function is conferred on County District Councils generally, but in the Greater London Group
will be handled by the London County Council.

(b) Information Centres.

The Ministry of Health have asked County District Councils to begin the planning of their arrange-
ments for the provision of Information Centres, or, where Information services have been established under
Section 134 of the Local Government Act, 1948, the expansion of such services. The Sub-Committee
were reminded that the Council have exercised their powers under Section 134 of the Local Govern-
ment Act. 1948, by contributing to the expanses of the Family Welfare Association in running the
Citizens' Advice Bureaux, but they feel that it is desirable to make additional provision for Civil Defence
purposes under the direct purview of the Council.

The Council are required to designate an officer to plan the establishment of its emergency
Information Centres and notify the Ministry of Health when this has been done.

The Sub-Committee instructed the Town Clerk to submit a further report on this matter at their
next meeting.

(c) Billeting and Rehousing.

The Ministry of Health have indicated that billeting would need to be undertaken by all local
authorities in greater or less degree in the event of war and have outlined a system which will be pro-
vided by new legislation. Pending such legislation little action can be taken at the present time but
the Minister asks local authorities to give preliminary consideration to the number of Appeal Tribunals
needed in their areas, and the membership of such tribunals. The Minister contemplates that each
tribunal would consist of three persons, one of whom would be a woman, and that members of local
authorities should be eligible for membership. He suggests that it might be found convenient to include
at least one member of the Housing Committee or some other person with intimate knowledge of
housing conditions in the district.

The Sub-Committee instructed the Town Clerk to submit a further report on this matter at their

next meeting.

(e) Burial of the Dead.

Regulations have been made placing on County District Councils certain duties in relation to the

burial of the dead, including the designation of an officer to take charge of the arrangements. No

guidance has yet been received from the Ministry of Health as to action to be taken under this heading

at the present time.

The Town Clerk reported on a letter received from the Clerk of the Middlesex County
Council stating that the latter had adopted scales of charges as shown in Appendix A. now
submitted in respect of the use of schools outside school hours with effect as from 1st Septem-
ber, 1950. The new scales have been made as regulations under the relevant Article in the
Scheme of Divisional Administration.

The Committee also considered a report by the Borough Treasurer on the financial implica-
tions of the proposed changes in which it was pointed out that when the estimates of income
from school lettings for 1950/51 were being compiled, instructions were received from the
Middlesex County Council to increase such income by 100%. The scales now submitted do not
provide for an increase of 100% in their entirety and having regard to this and the fact that
the scales will operate for only seven months of the current financial year it is unlikely that the
estimated income will be achieved.

A letter has also been received from the Borough Education Officer of Edmonton, stating
that the Edmonton Divisional Executive is declaring itself in dispute with the County Councilon the revised charges, on the grounds that if community life in Edmonton and the work 01education and other organisations as well as schools are not to suffer, the charges for the useof promises out of school hours should not be raised to the proposed high levels. Noted.

4_cONSTRUCTION AND MAINTENANCE OF SCHOOL BUILDINGS :

It will be remembered that at the meeting of the Council held on 10th July, 1950, representa-
tives were appointed to discuss with the Middlesex County Council the question of the draft
agreement relating to the construction and maintenance of school buildings.

The Clerk of the County Council had suggested that since the case of the five dissentient
authorities is founded largely on an interpretation of the Education Acts and the Scheme of
Divisional Administration which is almost entirely opposed to that of the County Council, the
matter should be placed before the Minister of Education. While the Minister has no
authority to determine points of law, the Clerk of the County Council suggested that Govern-
ment Departments are sometimes prepared to indicate their views on legal questions for the
assistance of local authorities.

The dissentient authorities, however, asked that this course should not be adopted, pending
the discussion with the County Council.

That discussion has taken place and communications (as per copies now submitted) have
been forwarded by the Clerk of the County Council to the Hendon Borough Council and to
the Excepted Districts' Association.

A meeting of the dissentient authorities is to be held to consider these communications
and a further report will then be submitted. Noted.

ADDENDUM :

In connection with paragraph 4, the Chairman informed the Committee that a further meeting
of th dissentient authorities took place on 18th September, when the Hayes & Harlington U.D.C.
took part in addition to the orginal five authorities. The reply received from the County Council
on this matter was not satisfactory to the representatives and they had decided on the form of a
further letter to be sent to the County Council. A further report would be submitted on this
matter in due course.

Section 15 of the Food and Drugs Act, 1938,

by the Mayor, Aldermen 
and Burgesses of the Borough of Hendon

acting by the Council for 
securing the observance of sanitary and

cleanly conditions and 
practices in connection with the handling,

wrapping and delivery of 
food sold or intended for sale for human

consumption, and in 
connection with the sale or exposure for sale

in the open air of food intended 
for human consumption.

PART I.

I NTERPRETATION

I. In these byelaws—

cleanliness " means cleanliness having regard to the

nature and packing of the food and the operation

being performed and " clean " shall be construed

accordingly ;

container includes any basket, pail, box, tray or other

receptacle ;

contamination " includes contamination by odour, and

shall be construed as having regard to the nature of

the food and any refining process to which the food

is normally subjected before sale to a consumer ;

food " means any article sold or intended for sale for use
as food or drink for human consumption other than
cows' milk, drugs or water, and includes: —

(a) any substance which is intended for use in
the composition or preparation of food

(b) any flavouring matter or condiment ; and

(c) any colouring matter intended for use in food ;

" handling " and wrapping " include the handling and
wrapping, respectively, of food in the course of any
operation, including manufacture, processing, prepara-
tion, storage, delivery, sale and exposure for sale, in
which such food is handled or wrapped ;

" milk " includes cream, skimmed milk and separated milk
but does not include dried milk or condensed milk

" reasonably necessary " shall be construed as having
regard to the nature and packing of the food, the
operation being performed, and any refining process
to which the food is normally subjected before sale
to a consumer ;

returnable fish container," returnable ice cream can "
and " returnable biscuit tin " mean, respectively, a
container in which fish is delivered, a can in which ice
cream is delivered, and a tin in which biscuits aredelivered by a seller to a buyer upon the terms thatthe container, the can or the tin, as the case may be,is to be or may be returned to such seller ;
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" room " includes a shop or cellar or any other part of abuilding and a shed, store or outbuilding or any partthereof, and any provision in these byelaws relatingto a room shall apply in relation to a yard, forecourtor area where food is sold or exposed for sale ;
sale and exposure for sale " includes sale as a meal orpart of a meal ;

" sanitary convenience " includes a watercloset, urinal,
earthcloset, privy and any similar convenience

stall includes any stand, mobile canteen, cart, barrow,
or any other vehicle whether movable or immovable.

PART II.

HANDLING, WRAPPING AND DELIVERY

2. Every person who handles, wraps or delivers any food shall
observe cleanliness both in regard to himself and his clothing.

3. (a) No person knowingly suffering from or knowingly being
a carrier of any disease (including any septic condition of the skin)
shall handle, wrap or deliver any food so as to give rise to any risk
of the spread of the disease. A person shall be deemed to have
known that he was suffering from or was a carrier of a disease it he
could with ordinary care have ascertained the fact.

(b) No person shall smoke or spit whilst handling, wrapping
or delivering any food which is not prepacked or otherwise protected
by a suitable cover against the risk of contamination unless, having
regard to the nature of the food, such protection is not reasonably
necessary.

4. Every person who handles, wraps or delivers, or causes to be
handled, wrapped or delivered any food shall—

(a) take all such steps as may be reasonably necessary to pro-

tect the food from dust, dirt, mud, filth, dirty water,

animals, rodents, flies, insects, and other sources of con-

tamination including contamination by other persons, and

in particular shall cause the food to be so placed as to

prevent risk of contamination from such sources

(b) where it is reasonably necessary during delivery to protect

the food from such sources of contamination as are set out

i n the preceding paragraph, cover and keep covered or

cause to be covered such food during transit with suitable

clean material : Provided that this paragraph of this bye-

law shall not apply to meat (including bacon and ham) in

course of transit to any premises from, or from any

premises to, a vehicle standing immediately outside the

door of the premises ;

(c) clean or cause to be cleaned as often as may be 
reasonably

necessary to prevent risk of contamination of 
the food all

counters, slabs, sittings, apparatus, stoves and ranges,

utensils, crockery and cutlery, and 
surfaces with which the

food is in or is liable to come into contact ;

(d) keep or cause to be kept clean 
the interior of every vehicle

and every container from 
which the food is 

delivered 
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(e) where the food is handled, 
wrapped or delivered in a room,

in so far as it is necessary to allow any refuse or filth

whether solid or liquid to be deposited 
or to accumulate

in the room for the proper carrying on 
of the trade or

business for which the room is used, place or cause to be

placed all such refuse or filth in receptacles kept for the

purpose.

5. No person who handles, wraps, or delivers, or causes to be

handled, wrapped or delivered any food 
shall—

(a) use or cause to be used for wrapping or containing the food

any paper or other wrapping material or container which

is not clean or which is liable to contaminate the food, or

shall blow into any paper bag intended to be used for

wrapping or containing the food ;

(b) return or cause to be returned any returnable fish container,

returnable ice cream can or returnable biscuit tin except

in a clean condition ;

(c) deposit or cause to be deposited any refuse or filth whether

solid or liquid except at a sufficient distance from any

food as to prevent risk of contamination of such food

(d) handle or wrap or cause to be handled or wrapped any

food unless there is suitable and sufficient lighting, either

natural or artificial, to enable him to ensure that these
byelaws are complied with ;

(e) carry or cause to be carried in the course of delivery any
food in a vehicle or container along with any article liable
to contaminate the food, or with any live animal or
poultry, without taking all reasonably necessary precautions
to prevent contamination.

6. Every person who carries on a trade or business in which
food is handled, wrapped or delivered in a room shall—

(a) insofar as it is necessary to allow refuse or filth whether
solid or liquid to be deposited or to accumulate in the
room for the proper carrying on of the trade or business
for which the room is used :—

(i) provide and maintain suitable receptacles for such
refuse or filth, such receptacles (a) to be con-
structed of impervious materials or to be replaced
as often as may be necessary to prevent the
accumulation of obnoxious matter, (b) to be kept
reasonably clean, and (c) where reasonably neces-
sary to have close fitting lids ;

(ii) in those cases where it is reasonably necessary for
receptacles to be provided with close-fitting lids
in accordance with sub-paragraph (i) above,
cause the lids to be kept in place except when
necessarily removed to permit deposit in the
receptacles of refuse or filth or during such time
as, having regard to operations being performed
in the room, it is not practicable for the lids to be
kept in place ;
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(iii) cause all such refuse or filth to be permanentlyremoved from the room at least once a day andas often as may be neceskary to prevent thecontamination of food in the room ;

(b) provide and maintain in every part of the room suitable
and sufficient means of lighting, either natural or artificial,
to enable these byelaws to be complied with, except where
such lighting is provided and maintained by some other
person ;

(c) cause all surfaces with which the food is in or is liable to
come into contact, including such surfaces of counters,
slabs, fittings, apparatus, stoves and ranges, utensils,
crockery and cutlery, and the interior of vehicles and con-
tainers from which the food is delivered, to be of such
materials and to be kept in such good order, repair and
condition as to prevent as far as is reasonably necessary
the absorption of any food, material or refuse which may
be spilled, splashed or deposited thereon, or brought into
contact therewith, and as to make it possible for such
surfaces to be thoroughly cleaned ;

(d) cause to be affixed and maintained in a prominent and
suitable position near every sanitary convenience provided
or caused to be provided by him for the use of persons
working for him in that business a clearly legible notice

• requesting such persons to wash their hands after using
the convenience.

PART III.

SALE AND EXPOSURE FOR SALE IN THE OPEN AIR

7. Every person who sells or exposes or causes to be exposed

for sale in the open air any food shall—

(a) take all such steps as may be reasonably necessary to pro-

tect the food from dust, dirt, mud, filth, dirty water,

animals, rodents, flies, insects and other sources of con-

tamination including contamination by other persons, and

in particular shall cause the food to be so placed as to

prevent risk of contamination from such sources ;

(b) clean or cause to be cleaned as often as may be reasonably

necessary to prevent risk of contamination of the food all

counters, slabs, fittings, apparatus, stoves and ranges,

utensils, crockery and cutlery, and surfaces with which 
such

food is in or is liable to come into contact.

8. No person who sells or exposes or causes to be 
exposed for

sale in the open air any food shall—

(a) deposit or cause to be deposited any refuse 
or filth whether

solid or liquid except at a sufficient distance from any

food as to prevent risk of 
contamination of such food ;

(b) expose or cause to be exposed 
such food for sale unless

there is suitable and sufficient lighting, 
either natural or

artificial, to enable him to ensure that 
these byelaws are

complied with.
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9. Every person who carries on any trade or business in which

food is exposed for sale from a stall or container in the open air

shall—

(a) cause every part Of the stall and its fittings or the container
to be kept in such good order and condition as to prevent
as far as is reasonably necessary the absorption of any
food, material, or refuse which may be spilled, splashed,
deposited thereon or brought into contact therewith, and
as to make it possible for such stall and its fittings or such
container to be thoroughly cleaned ;

(b) have his name and address legibly and conspicuously dis-
played on the stall or container and if he fails to comply
with the requirements of this paragraph of this byelaw,
shall be liable to a fine not exceeding forty shillings.

10. No person shall use any stall or container in the open air
for the exposure for sale of food unless the stall or container is
kept clean and in a proper state of ,repair.

PART IV.

PENALTIES

I I. Every person who shall offend against any of the foregoing
byelaws shall, unless a special penalty is provided by any byelaw, be
liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding five pounds and
in the case of a continuing offence to a further fine not exceeding
forty shillings for each day during which the offence continues after
conviction therefor.

(12/6/50-21) for the temporary up-grading of the post of Librarian-in-Charge of the travelling
library from A.P.T. IV to A.P.T. V whilst he is responsible for the service at Truth Hall, and 

for
,

the present holder of the post to be paid at the higher rate with effect from the 1st Ser4e"'D''N. 1950, had been referred back or tuither consideration.
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The opening of Truth Hall each day of the week means that a full-time branch is operating at
Edgware. This service has developed from the travelling library and it is economical to make
its administration the responsibility of the Librarian-in-Charge of the travelling library. The
Committee take the view that it is an addition to his duties and responsibilities and should there-
fore be recognised financially, and that as it is probably only a temporary arrangement the

u

ogestion that he be temporarily re-graded to Grade V is not unreasonable. Issues from the
travellings  library are on a par with those from Mill Hill and Golders Green branch libraries, whose
Librarians-in-Charge are paid a salary in accordance with A.P.T. V.

The Committee therefore decided to re-submit their previous recommendation, and

The Town Clerk reported that His Worship the Mayor, the Chairman of the Committee and
the appropriate Officers had attended a meeting with representatives of the County Education
Committee on the 16th June last, to discuss the revised scheme for the School Library Service.
After lengthy discussion the County Education Committee's representatives agreed that they
would ask the Education Committee to reconsider the question of reimbursement of administra-
tive expenses of the School Library Service. Noted.

5.—EDGWARE BRANCH LIBRARY :

It was reported that in accordance with the Council's instruction (Lib.C., 2/1/50-18), the
plans and estimates for the proposed modified permanent library at a cost of £31,500 and the
temporary library at a cost of £8,000 were submitted to the Minister of Health with a view to a
preliminary approval being obtained to the Council proceeding with one or other of the schemes.

The Town Clerk reported that a letter had now been received from the Minister of Health,
stating that after consultation with the Minister of Education he recognises the need for a
better library service at Edgware, but in view of the present restrictions on capital investment,
he is unable to authorise schemes costing even as much as £8,000, and he must, therefore, ask
the Council to reduce the figure substantially if they wish to proceed with the proposal for a

branch library.

It was reported that a new scheme of safety training had been commenced on the morning of

Saturday. the 24th June, when three cars were supplied by The Speedwell School of Motoring and The

County School of Motoring. Each car containing one child was driven by the Instructor around the main

road of the district for approximately half en hour.

The cars then proceeded to the Odeon Cinema where the three children were interviewed on the

stage, during the Club performance, by Sergeant Holman of the Edgware Police Station.

The purpose of this scheme is to give children en idea of the difficulties experienced by motorists in

avoiding accidents when pedestrians, and particularly children, cross the road without due care and

attention.

During the journeys the instructors explain their driving and show the necessity for clear signalling

and for caution.

The Schools of Motoring give their vehicles and the services of their instructors free of cost and

the scheme will operate on each Saturday morning during the Summer months.

The Sub-Committee gave instructions for the principals of the Schools of Motoring concerned to be

thanked on behalf of the Council for their generous co-operation in this scheme, and

To maintain the centre and provide freely all its facilities for training in road sense by qualified
instructors cost approximately £1,000 Os. Od. a month,
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The Society has. therefore, suggested that each Borough and Urban District in the Metropolitan areashould make, as a 
year's contribution, the equivalent of One-fortieth of the product of a penny rate. TheMinistry of Transport has announced that they are willing to accept as part of the approved cost ofRoad Safety schemes, any contributions which local authorities may be prepared to make towards theupkeep of the centre. Any contribution would, therefore, qualify for a 50% grant from the Road Fund.°In tehe case of County Councils with larger rateable values the suggested contribution is One-hundredthpert of a penny rate in the case of the London County Council and one Two-hundredth in the case ofother County Councils.

In return for such contributions the centre would provide free of charge up to the value of such
contributions, training facilities for parties arranged by the local authorities.

In view of the importance of this training centre, the Sub-Committee

Requisitions amounting to £5,772 18s. 10d. were submitted and approved.

2.—SURFACE WATER SEWERS—OAKHAMPTON ROAD AND BITTACY RISE:

The Town Clerk reported that in accordance with the Council's instructions he had informed
the Ministry of Health of the Council's grave concern at the Ministry's refusal to grant Loan
Consent and Authorisation for the provision of Surface Water Sewers at Oakhampton Road
and Bittacy Rise.

On being advised that no variation would be necessary in the tender of D. R. Paterson
Limited amounting to £10,709 8s. 9d. and that the Contractor could start work ,early in
September, the Ministry had intimated that no objection would be raised to the acceptance of
the tender or to the scheme proceeding in accordance with a starting date of 1st September as
agreed by the Regional Building Committee. A further communication is awaited from the
Ministry regarding the Council's application for Loan Consent. Noted.

3.—KITCHEN WASTE :

At their last meeting the Committee instructed the Borough Surveyor to obtain a quotation
from a commercial firm for the purchase of kitchen waste and instructed the Town Clerk to

approach the Wembley Borough Council and the Ministry of Agriculture and Fisheries to ascer-

tain whether the Direction to collect kitchen waste could be amended to permit deliveries to a

commercial plant or to Wembley instead of Tottenham as at present. The Borough Surveyor

found that the proposal to deliver to a commercial plant could not be proceeded with and, with

regard to the proposal to deliver to Wembley, the Ministry of Agriculture intimated, after their

officers had discussed the matter with the Borough Surveyor, that it would be very difficult at

present to accede to the Council's request, since the Wembley works are already 
overloaded

and Tottenham are very shortly opening an extension to their present works. The Ministry also

suggested that representatives of the Council should discuss with officers of the Ministry the

present policy regarding the collection and processing of kitchen waste 
and the reason underlying

such policy.

The Committee were advised that the Wembley Borough 
Council are prepared to accept

kitchen waste from Hendon providing the amount does not exceed 
ten tons per week, which is in

excess of the weekly amount collected in Hendon at the 
present time. The Tottenham Borough

Council are pressing for this Council's decision on the question 
of giving an undertaking to deliver

kitchen waste to the Tottenham plant for a three 
year period ending on 2nd May, 1952, in

completing the reconstruction, extension and 

modernisation
of the Refuse Disposal Works and instructed the Town Clerk to submit the scheme to then
Minister of Health for approval. The Town Clerk reported a letter from the Ministry of Health
stating that the Ministry's technical advisers are of the opinion that the present proposals
appear to be in excess of requirements, even allowing 

for the disposal of refuse from the Borough
of Willesden, and suggesting in these circumstances that the Council should consider whether 

thesituation could be met by the reconstruction of No. 2 Plant only, on the same lines as No. I
Plant.

The Borough Surveyor reported that arising out of the Ministry's letter he had, in order to
save time, interviewed the Ministry's technical advisers, when the whole position was reviewed.
It was pointed out to the Ministry's technical advisers that the Ministry's proposals to recon-
struct the existing No. 2 Plant and to omit the new No. 3 Plant would not be sufficient to deal
with the tonnage from both Hendon and Willesden and that the difficulties which have been
experienced in the conversion of No. I Plant, now nearing completion, would also be repeated in
the case of No. 2 Plant and that the Council would be no better off than previously as No. 2
Plant, due to its construction, would have to shut down for considerable periods, thus again
reducing the total resources to 8 cells.

An alternative suggestion was therefore submitted to the Ministry comprising the erection
of the new No. 3 Plant of 9 cells and leaving No. 2 Plant as it exists for the time being. The
effect of this would be that in so far as the Council's district is concerned the full resources of
the 8 cells now nearly ready for operation on No. I Plant would be available together with No.
2 Plant, a total of 12 cells in all, for the duration of the contract on the No. 3 Plant.

The alternative suggestion would have the effect of reducing the capital costs from £332,000
(the original estimate) by approximately £120,000.

It was eventually agreed, subject to the approval of the Council, that a revised scheme
should be submitted to the Ministry on the lines outlined above which would provide 21 cells
instead of the 26 cells originally contemplated. With this total and a slightly higher extraction
rate, it is considered that the refuse from Hendon and Willesden could be dealt with for the time it
being.

RESOLVED TO RECOMMEND—That authority be given for the revised scheme outlined
above to be submitted to the Minister of Health together with the additional
information which the Ministry have requested.

I.—THE GIRDWOOD REPORT ON THE COST OF 
HOUSE BUILDING :

The Committee gave consideration to the second report of the Girdwood Committee of
Inquiry which was appointed by the Minister of Health " to consider and keep under review the
costs of house-building and to make recommendations ". The report, a copy of Which had
been circulated to each member of the Committee, analyses in some detail the actual cost of
houses erected by Local Authorities. The figures given in the first report of the Girdwood
Committee for houses completed in 1947 are confirmed and further figures aiven for houses
completed in 1949. In both cases the figures are based on an average Local Authority's tradi-
tional three-bedroom house and the increase in costs over the period under review amounts to
little more than 8 per cent. The Borough Surveyor pointed out that since October, 1949, there
have been further additional costs in connection with the building trade, particularly in the
increased costs of materials, the effect of which is now being felt. In addition to analysing
the costs in some detail, the report sets out the effect of incentive bonus schemes and states
that as a result of such schemes there has been a net saving in the cost per house attributable
to the application of incentive schemes of approximately £15 per house after deduction of the
additional cost of administration which arises from the introduction of incentive bonus schemes.
The Girdwood Committee has also considered the question of possible economies in the cost
of house building and a list of 65 items are set out for the consideration of Local Authorities
in preparing plans and specifications for future schemes. The Borough Surveyor reported that
as a result of an analysis of this list in relation to the plans and specifications approved by
the Housing Committee, he found that in the great majority of cases the suggested economies
had already been incorporated in the schemes for which the Committee are responsible. There
are, however, a few suggestions in respect of which the Committee have given directions thereon
to the Borough Surveyor with a view to incorporating them in the plans at present in course of
preparation for the Broadfields Avenue Estate and for subsequent schemes, the work being too
far advanced on the earlier schemes to permit any alterations without causing delay resulting from
the necessity for preparing amended working drawings.

2.—POST-WAR COUNCIL HOUSES :

The Housing Officer submitted for the information of the Committee a schedule showing
the comments and suggestions made by a number of tenants who are now living in post-war
built Council Houses as to the general suitability and convenience of the lay-out of the
premises they occupy.

The Committee have duly noted the suggestions which will be borne in mind when consider-ing the design of houses for future schemes.
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The Borough 
Surveyor submitted for the information of the Committee plans of the under-

mentioned schemes, which are either under construction or in course of negotiation as

indicated 
:—

(a) Brent Hill
—Site No. 5 :

This scheme, which consists of 26 aged persons dwellings (some of which are
already occupied) was commenced on the 2nd January, 1950.

(b) Malcolm Crescent
—Site No. 20:

This scheme comprises 72 flats erected in two storey blocks and was commenced
on the 27th February, 1950.

(c) Abercorn Road—Site 
No. 26:

This scheme, which was commenced on the 7th July, 1950, consists of 44 flats

erected in two storey blocks.

(d) Bittacy Hill—Site No. 27 :

This is the first scheme for the erection of three-storey flats. It comprises 42

flats and the tenders are at present under consideration by the Minister of Health.

(e) Edgware Road, Hyde Cottage
—Site No. 25 :

The plans for this scheme, which comprises 80 flats, have been prepared by Mr.

J. C. S. Soutar, F.R.I.B.A. The plans have received the approval of the Town Plan-

ning Authority and the Minister of Health and at 
the present time quantities are being

prepared with a view to advertising for contracts.

(I) Moat Park—Site No. 31 :

This scheme will comprise 142 houses and is the subject of negotiations between

the Council and George Wimpey & Co. 
Ltd. who are the owners of the land. A

tender is being prepared by Wimpey & 
Co. Ltd. for submission to the Minister of

Health under the provisions of Circular 92 of 
1948.

(g) Broadfields Avenue—Site No. 19 :

15.—QUANTITY AND DENSITY OF DEVELOPMENT :

The Town Clerk reported that as instructed (B. & T.P.C., 19/6/50-40) he had made r
sentations to the County Council that the target population of 145,000 adopted for Hendon n:is
too low and would cause serious complications in the Council's work if it were to be adopted.

He reported that in an interim reply the Clerk of the County Council had stated that the
figures were inserted in anticipation of the consultations now being initiated on the proposals to
be included in the 1951 Development Plan. The Council's representations had later been con.
sidered by the County Planning Committee who had, however, decided that the target population
of 145,000 for the Borough should not be amended at present. The conclusion has been reached
that during the five years commencing 1951 the population of the Borough may be 163,000 but
on the other hand it is not expected that reservations for open spaces and other proposals can be
incorporated in the Development Plan to provide an adequate standard for a population of
more than approximately 145,000. The review of the Development Plan after five years would
afford an opportunity of re-considering the matter, both to amend immediate proposals and to
modify the long term policy, and in course of time the County Council will expect to reach a
closer relationship between the two. Noted.

I6.—CARAVAN SITES :

The Town Clerk reported the receipt of notification that the Minister of Town and Country
Planning has asked Planning Authorities to refrain from taking enforcement action under plan.
ning powers where sites are being used without permission for the parking of caravans, without
first consulting the Minister. Accordingly the County Council ask that the Council shoi'd
refer to them any proposals to take enforcement action in which the County Council has con-
curred but action has not yet been taken and is now desired.

18 _NATIONAL PARKS AND ACCESS TO THE COUNTRYSIDE ACT, 1949 :
The Town Clerk referred to the instructions given (B. & T.P.C., 20/3/50-6) for the refer-ence to the Middlesex Borough and District Councils' Association of the question of delegationby the County Council of powers under Part V and Section 89 of the above-mentioned Act.
He reported that this matter had been discussed between the County Council and the

Association and the County Council had come to the conclusion that no part of the County
comes within the definition of " open country " and that no delegation under Part V appears to
be necessary. The County Council have agreed in principle to the delegation of powers under
Section 89 but consider it necessary that tree planting and land treatment schemes should be
subject to prior approval by the County Council.

The County Council have also discussed with the Association the survey of public rights of
way to be carried out under the Act and have agreed on a scheme for the carrying out of the
survey by local societies under the supervision of the County District Councils.

These matters would receive further consideration by the Association and a further report
would be submitted in due course. Noted.

I9.—QUADRANT WORKS, MANOR PARK CRESCENT, EDGWARE :

A town planning contravention at these premises was reported in September, 1949, and on
an application under the Building Restrictions (War-Time Contraventions) Act, 1946, the Council
determined in February, 1950, that the use of the premises for the manufacture of hypodermic
syringes failed to comply with planning control. They further determined that such use should
be deemed to comply for a period expiring on 13th February, 1951, subject to conditions.

The Town Clerk submitted a letter from the occupiers of the premises stating that their
endeavours to find suitable alternative accommodation had been unsuccessful and they had
applied for a certificate of the Board of Trade to enable them to erect new premises. The Board
of Trade, however, had asked them to approach the Council to ascertain whether the use of the
premises in Manor Park Crescent could be permitted for a further period. The occupiers accord-

ingly asked whether the Council would give favourable consideration to an application for an

extension of time for at least three years and preferably five years, and indicated that they will

be prepared to make such modifications and improvements to the premises as the Council may

think advisable.

RESOLVED—That the Town Clerk be instructed to inform the occupiers that the Council

will be prepared to give favourable consideration to an application for an exten-

sion of three years and that the Borough Surveyor be instructed to discuss with the

applicants the question of modifications and improvements to the premises and

submit a further report at a future meeting.

by the parent before convalescence was completed.

(b) Long-term Cases.

Twelve children were discharged after long-term periods of convalesce.and again in every case improvement was recorded at the time of discharge:4This improvement, however, was oily wholly-maintained in two of these aftera period of six months. This result was not unexpected as nearly allchildren admitted for long-term convalescence suffered from some definiteclinical condition to which their debility could be attributed.

Most of the children in this group will probably require convalescenttreatment from time to time during their school life ao that a reasonable
standard of physical fitness may be maintained.

2. VICTORIA RESTAURANT, BRENT STREET.

At the last meeting of the Committee (Works C.18/9/50 - 9), the
Borough Engineer and Surveyor submitted a schedule of tenders which had
been received for the conversion and adaptation of the building formerly
used as the Victoria Restaurant, as office accommodation for the Housing
Department.

The Committee accordingly recommended the Council that provisional
approval be given to the acceptance of the lowest tender received and
that the application to the Ministry of Health for an authorisation to
carry out the works be confirmed.

At the last meeting of the Committee (Works C.18/9/50 - 8), the
Borough Engineer and Surveyor reported that in connection with the
proposal to establish a Tip on land adjoining The Ridgeway, Mill Hill,
it had not bean found possible to enter into negotiations for the
acquisition of the land wl.A1 the agents to the owners. The Committee,
therefore, recommended the Council at their last meeting to make a
Compulsory Purchase Order in respect of the land concerned. The Council,
however, decided to refer the matter back to the Works Committee for
further consideration.

The Committee recalled that a Joint Sub-Committee had been
appointed, consisting of representatives of the Buildings and Town
Planning Committee and this Committee, to consider this matter, and m
the 21st January, 1950, they inspected the site which is comprised of
land sloping away from The Ridgeway towards the Folly Brook. A private
tip had been established on a large area of adjoining land. The Joint
Sub-Committee were of the opinion that the development by the Works
Committee of a properly administered tip would not seriously injure the
amenities and would in course of time enable an improvement of the area
i.e. by the establishment of playing fields.

The Council, accordingly, adopted a recommendation of this
Committee (Works C.23/3/50 - 10) that the use of the area of land referred
to SS a tip be approved, and the Borough Surveyor was instructed to
proceed with negotiations for the acquisition of the land. It has not
been found possible, however, to enter into these negotiations with the
agents to the owners, and it was for this reason that the recommendation
was made that the land should be acquired compulsorily.

After very careful reconsideration, the Committee were still of
the opinion that the acquisition of this site for the purpose suggested
was desirable and that the provision of a tip administered by the Council
would assist in the elimination of indiscriminate tipping by private
builders, contractors, etc., an various sites throughout the Borough.

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Answer. Obviously the handing beck of these properties to the owners would savethe Notional Exchequer, so far as Hendon only is concerned, approximately £127,000. per annum but it must be equally obvious that, in view of my answer given to Question
No. 2, this is not possible.

The Town Clerk submitted a copy of a Resolution, as set out below, passed by the Middlesex
County Council on the 25th October, 1950, relating to the delegation to Divisional Executives of
certain functions in connection with the Employment of Children and Young Persons under the

THAT (A) Subject as hereinafter mentioned (in recommendations (B), (C), (D) and (E))
there shall be delegated to the Council of every County District in the County which is
an Excepted District within the meaning of the Education Act, 1944, the following
functions :—

(a) The enforcement of any statutory restrictions under Part II of the Children and
Young Persons Act, 1933 (as amended) relating to the employment of children and of
the Byelaws made by the County Council under Section 18 of that Act (as amended)
with regard thereto.

(b) The enforcement of any statutory restrictions under the said Act of 1933 (as
amended) with respect to the employment of persons under the age of 18 years (other
than children) in connection with street trading and of the Byelaws made by the County
Council with respect thereto.

(c) (i) The grant of licences to children to take part in. entertainments but in

accordance with Regulations made by the County Council from time to time.

(ii) The enforcement of the restrictions and conditions contained in the licence

in respect of a child who is performing within the area of the County of Middlesex

subject to the Rules and Regulations of the County Council in force from time to time.

(iii) Power to revoke, vary, or extend a licence for a child to take part in an

entertainment, subject to the said Rules and Regulations.

(d) The duties of the County Council as Local Education Authority under Section

72 of the Shops Act, 1950, in relation to street trading.

(B) (a) The delegation of the functions referred to shall be subject to the 
fo!lowing

conditions

The delegated functions are to be discharged only through 
officers of the County

Council who in these respects will be responsible to the respective County District

Council except insofar as it may be desirable that any legal duties should be dis-

charged by the Town Clerk or the Clerk of a District Council 
and with this exception

no expenditure on staff remuneration will be reimbursed but out,of-pocket expenses

necessarily incurred will be reimbursed periodically.

(b) The delegation may be determined by 
either party on giving three months'

notice expiring on the last day of September, 
December, March or June in any year.
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(C) The Council of any County District may authorise the persons for the time
being constituting the Committee for Education constituted in pursuance of the relevant
Scheme of Administration, to act as a Committee for the purpose of dealing with a
or any of the functions so delegated.

(D) The foregoing delegation shall not apply to the Council of any such County
District as aforesaid which does not before the first day of February, 1951, accept the
delegation and the conditions attached thereto.

(E) As from the date on which the County Council receives the acceptance of a
County District Council of the delegation as aforesaid, or from the first day of Febru-
ary. 1951 , whichever date shall be the earlier, all delegations heretofore made by the
County Council to such County District Council of functions under Part II of the
Children and Young Persons Act, 1933, or the Shops Act in regard to street trading,
shall cease to have effect."

The Town Clerk stated that the Byelaws made by the Middlesex County Council, and
referred to above, were confirmed by the Home Secretary on the 28th July, 1950.

I.—NATIONAL HEALTH SERVICE ACT, 1946:

(a) Ambulance Service.

With reference to certain revised proposals of the Middlesex County Council for the
Ambulance Service administered by them under Section 27 of the National Health Act, 1946,
represe.ntations were made to the Minister of Health by the Council (P.H.C., 12/6/50-9)
urging that the siting of new Ambulance Stati Dns for the sick removal Service should be the
subject of consultation with the Borough Council, and also that a small number of Ambulances
should be retained in the County to be used sololy for infectious disease cases.

I n this connection, the Town Clerk submitted a letter received from the Ministry of Health

stating chat accident and emergency ambulances would continue to be provided by the

County Council at the Fire Station, The Burroughs, and the Fire Station, Mill Hill, in the

Borough of Hendon, and that in connection with the proposed establishment of new Ambulance

Stations in the County for the sick removal service the County Council would take into account

the requirements of hospitals and clinics which, in their view, were the principal factors govern-

ing the arrangements for the removal of sick persons.

It was also pointed out that the County Council considered that it was uneconomical and

unnecessary for a number of ambulances to be retained solely for infectious disease cases. Any

ambulance used for ordinary cases would be thoroughly disinfected.

The Minister of Health was, therefore, of the opinion that he would not be justified in 
with-

holding his approval to the new proposals as submitted by the Middlesex County Council, 
and

such approval had accordingly been given. Noted.

(b) Day Nursery Service.

The Town Clerk submitted a letter received from the Clerk of the Middlesex County Coun-

cil, stating that the County Council had submitted to the Minister of Health, for approval.

certain modified proposals relating to the admission of children to Day Nurseries. It was

pointed out that the County Council's policy in the past had been to discourage the 
reception

of infants under the age of two years in Day Nurseries. Under the modified proposals, the

County Council intended that, as a general rule, children under two years of age should 
not be

The Town Clerk submitted a letter which had now been received from the Clerk of the
Middlesex County Council, stating that the Minister of Health had indicated that he was pre-
pared to approve the proposal in a slightly modified form which did not materially depart in
substance from the model form prepared by the Ministry.

Borrowers who keep
records in excess of the time allowed shall be liable to a fine of 2d. per week or
part of a week for each individual record borrowed, but the fines due on records
borrowed on any individual ticket shall not exceed the sum of 1/- per week or part
of a week.

Regulation 16 (e) : In any of the cases mentioned in this clause the borrower

after paying for the loss, damage or breakage of any record, shall be entitled

to retain in his possession such record paid for by him except where the damaged

or broken record must be returned to the manufacturer to enable a replacement

record to be purchased.

This provision enables the Council to purchase the land by agreement in the knowledge 

that subject to the payment of appropriate compensation they will not be bound by restrictivecovenants. Previously it was not certain that the Council would not be bound by suchrestrictive convenants and accordingly it was necessary to promote compulsory purchase orders
even though the owner of the land was willing to sell. Noted.

5.—CHURCH FARM HOUSE, HENDON :

The Town Clerk reported on a letter from the Ministry of Town and Country Planning refer.
ring to the Council's application for permission to demolish the above-mentioned property and
stating that the Minister agrees, with regret, that in view of the state of repair of this house and
of the cost of restoring it and bringing it into a fit state for renewed occupation, it would not
be reasonable to require its preservation.

land should these fall vacant. Defence Regulation 62A remains in force until 10th

December, 1951, which empowers local authorities to let for use as allotment gardens any land
in their occupation notwithstanding any restrictions affecting it. The Minister expresses the hope
that Councils will 

continue to take advantage of, the powers conferred by this regulation and
retain under cultivation 

as allotments as much of their land as possible ; that full use will be made
of the powers to retain land in use as allotments and that they will continue to do all in their
Dower to assist allotment holders to maintain their valuable contribution to our food supplies. In
cases where it is imperative to release land which is being used for allotments the Minister is
anxious that every endeavour should be made to provide the cultivators with other plots and in
this connection he earnestly requests Councils to bear in mind the need for reserving suitable land
to replace temporary allotments when these have been given up.

Other Defence Regulations which afford a degree of protection to cultivations or allotments
ac ir-.st trespass and the straying of dogs also remain in force until this date. Noted.

20.—EROADFIELDS AVENUE—PROVISION OF PERMANENT ALLOTMENTS :

The Council at their last meeting referred back for further consideration the Committee's

recommendations regarding the provision of permanent allotments in the vicinity of Broadfields

Avenue. The Committee have deferred consideration of the matter pending the decision of

the Housing Committee as to the future user of the one and half acres of land situate at the

:.;rcTi.-:n of Lynford Gardens with Edgware Way.

21.—:413 GRAMME OF EXPENDITURE :

The Borough Surveyor reported on a letter from the Hendon Federation of Allotment

Societies relating to the estimates for the forthcoming year and to the programme of expenditure

for the next three years, and suggesting that a sum of £750 should be included each 
year for

the next three years in order to provide for special expenditure. They also suggest that pro-

visicn should be made in the estimates to replace the smaller allotment 
areas on larger fields

and that a token figure to cover from 80 to 100 acres for land purchase and 
lay-out should be

provided in the three years' programme.

With regard to the estimates for 1951/52 the Federation 
request the inclusion of a sum of

£620 in respect of the provision of water supplies and 
fencing to certain allotment sites.

3_WEST MIDDLESEX MAIN DRAINAGE—ETON RURAL DISTRICT :
The Town Clerk submitted a letter received from the Clerk of the Middlesex County Council,asking whether the Council had any objection to make to the terms of an agreement relatingto the proposal that the sewage of the Parish of Denham in the Eton Rural District should be dis-charged into the West Middlesex main sewer in the area of the Uxbridge Urban District Council.
The Town Clerk reminded the Committee that the Council had previously indicated itsapproval, in principle, to this proposal (Works C., 25/10/48-3), and that there did not appearto be any objection to formal approval now being given to the terms of the draft agreement sub-mitted.

RESOLVED TO RECOMMEND—That the terms of the above-mentioned proposed agree-ment be formally approved by the Council.

4.—MIDDLESEX COUNTY COUNCIL ACT, 1950:

The Town Clerk reported that the Middlesex County Council Bill had now received the Royal
Assent, that this Act amended the Middlesex County Council Act, 1944, and in certain respects
confers further powers on the County Council and the local authorities in Middlesex in relation
to the local government, improvement and health of the County. He drew the Committee's
attention to two Sections which related to matters coming within the jurisdiction of this Com-
mittee, i.e., Section 24, which clarifies the position relating to the compulsory purchase of land,
and Section 30, which deals with appeals against refusals of the County Council or of a fecal
authority to grant consents, under Section 222 of the Middlesex County Council Act, 1944, to
the establishment of Refuse Dumps. Noted.

5.—KITCHEN WASTE :

The Town Clerk reported that, as instructed by the Council, he had made representericns to
the Ministry of Agriculture and Fisheries to amend the existing Direction made under Defence
Regulation 548 (which requires the Council to sell and deliver to the Borough of Tottenham all
kitchen waste collected in the Borough), to enable such kitchen waste to ba sold and delivered
to the Borough of Wembley.

At the request of the Ministry, the following information had been supplied to then regard-

ing comparable haulage charges :—

(a) Cost of haulage of kitchen waste to Tottenham—£133 per annum.

(b) Estimated cost of haulage of kitchen waste to Wembley—£76 per annum.

The Town Clerk also submitted a letter received from the Ministry, stating that 
they had

given further consideration to the Council's application, but they did not feel that the circum-

stances justified any alteration being made to the present arrangements. The letter further

stated that the Ministry understood that the small saving in transport costs would 
not exceed the

amount that the Hendon Borough Council would receive by agreeing to 
make the kitchen waste

available to Tottenham until May, 1952.

It was also pointed out that the present system of Direction 
continues in operation until the

end of 1951.

The Borough Engineer and Surveyor informed the Committee 
of the advantages which would

be gained by the Council by delivering kitchen waste to the 
Borough of Wembley, including a

saving of time, which could be utilised by increasing 
collections.

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6.—REFUSE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL :

(a) Salvage Return.

The Borough Engineer and Surveyor submitted a statement (copies of which had previouslybeen circulated) showing the tonnage of salvage disposed of in the years ended 31st March 1948, 1949 and 1950, and the period to 31st October, 1950, together with particulars of the valueof the salvage under the various headings. Noted.

(b) Refuse Disposal Works (No. I Plant).

The Borough Engineer and Surveyor reported that in connection with the work of reconstruct.ing No. 1 Plant at the Refuse Disposal Works, final adjustments to the plant and machinery werenearing completion, and that the test run to prove the plant's capacity would shortly take place.I n the meantime, the whole of the Works were in operation and satisfactory results were being
obtained. Noted.

(c) Resident Engineer.

The Borough Engineer and Surveyor reported that he had received a letter from Mr. T.
Hamlett, Resident Engineer at the Refuse Disposal Works, giving notice to terminate his appoint-
ment on the 31st December, 1950. Mr. Hamlett, who had reached the age of 65 year on the
6th January, 1950, had been requested by the Council to extend his services for a further twelve
months from that date in connection with the contract for enlarging the Refuse Disposal Works.
This work had now been almost completed.

The Borough Engineer and Surveyor also submitted proposals for filling the resulting vacancy.

RESOLVED TO RECOMMEND—That, at the appropriate time, Mr. Hamlett be invited to
attend a meeting of the Council to receive, from the hands of His Worship the
Mayor, a suitably inscribed certificate bearing testimony to the excellent services

The Borough Engineer and Surveyor reported, for information, that a 10% test baiting of 
the

thereafter a second annual maintenance treatment would also be carried out. It was also-

pointed out that the Ministry of Agriculture and Fisheries had now set up Area 
Committees to

deal with Rodent Control, and that Hendon was represented on No. 6 London Workable

8.—MECHANICAL CRANE :

The Borough Engineer and Surveyor reminded the Committee that, at the request 
of the

Highways Committee, a sum of £850 had been included in the Estimates for the current

year in respect of the provision of a Mechanical Crane. A quotation had now been

from Messrs. Neals' Supply Co. Ltd., to supply a reconditioned 2-ton diesel driven mobile

and the Borough Engineer and Surveyor recommended its acceptance.

9.—FROPOSED TIP, THE RIDGEWAY, MILL HILL :

The Council at their last meeting referred back to this Committee, for the submission of the
information required in accordance with Financial Regulation No. 14, a recommendation that
an Order be made for the compulsory purchase of a piece of land having an area of approxi-
mately 4.20 acres situate at The Ridgeway, Mill Hill, for the purposes of a Tip the use of which
will be regulated by the Council.

In this connection, the Borough Engineer and Surveyor submitted a detailed report upon
the proposal. He pointed out that any tipping which took place at this site would be under
proper control at all times. It was intended that only such materials as soils (including clay), hard-
core, clinkers or ashes, builders' debris, etc., would be tipped, and that all greensluffs, garbage
and other similar material of an offensive nature, or likely to become offensive, would be ex-
cluded. In due course, Regulations would be submitted to the Council for their approval cover-
ing the methods of tipping to be observed and the charges to be made in respect thereof.

The scheme had been approved by the Local Planning Authority as a controlled tip, which
is a method of disposing of offensive rubbish ar.d the material is, in consequence, spread in
comparatively thin layers and rapidly covered with soil or other suitable material, this process
being repeated until the ultimate levels are reached. As it was not intended to established a
controlled tip on the land concerned, it would be necessary for the scheme to be re-submitted
to the Buildings and Town Planning Committee, and, if agreed, in due course to the Local
Planning Authority, i.e., the Middlesex County Council. Estimates of the net cost invc!ved were

Section 24 of theAct, which is the only section relating to matters coming within the jurisdiction of this Com-mittee, applies the provision of the Land Clauses Acts which relate to the compulsory purchaseof land, to any enactment which entitles the Council to acquire land by agreement. This pro-vision enables the Council to purchase the land by agreement in the knowledge that subjectto the payment of an appropriate compensation they will not be bound by restrictive covenants.Previously it was not certain that the Council would not be bound by restrictive covenants and

accordingly it was necessary to promote compulsory purchase orders even though the owner of
the land was willing to sell. Noted.

The Committee duly noted and thanked the Housing Officer for his report on the above-

mentioned Conference which ho attended as the Council's delegate.
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17....LAYFIELD CLOSE--COMMON ROOM :

The Housing Officer reported that the common room at Layfield Close is now completedand he submitted for the consideration of the Committee the following suggestions in connectionwith the use of this room to serve as a Community Centre for the elderly residents in thecottages :—

(a) Furniture, etc.:

It will be necessary to provide a certain amount of furniture and fittings, e.g., onelarge table, card tables, folding chairs, arm chairs, bookcase, rugs, curtains, lampshades, coal scuttle, fireirons, waste paper basket, etc. In addition it may be desirableto provide a wireless set, playing cards and dominoes. A certain amount of thefurniture could be obtained from the Government Furniture held by the Council (tablesand chairs) which the Council has agreed to dispose of to certain classes of Counciltenants and licensees. It is considered that a sum of approximately £150 would be
sufficient to cover the cost of providing the furniture, fittings and amenities.

(b) Books and Periodicals :

The Borough Librarian has indicated that he will be able to supply books fcr use
by the residents subject to the approval of the Libraries Committee, and he also antici-
pates being able to maintain a regular supply of old periodicals from the Library
Reading Rooms.

(c) Cleaning of Room :

That the daily cleaning of the room be undertaken by a person specially appointed
for this task, and it may be possible to recruit a suitable person from amongst the
tenants. An appropriate wage for such an appointment would be I5/- per week.

(d) Management Committee :

That the management of the Common Room be undertaken by a Management

Committee. This Committee could consist of a member, or members, of the Housing

Committee, representatives of local organisations such as the W.V.S., the Evergreen

Club, local churches, and representatives of the tenants the Committee to be responsi-

ble for formulating rules affecting the running of the Common Room, and also for

organising social activities, etc.

(e) Lighting and Heating :

Provision should be made for the cost of lighting and 
heating the room, aid else

gas consumed in heating water to provide tea for tho users 
of the room.

It is considered that, including the cleaner's wages, 
a weekly sum of approximately

30/- should be sufficient to cover this expense.

RESOLVED TO RECOMMEND—

(i) That with the exception of (d) (Management 
Committee), the suggestions of the

Housing Officer be approved, and that the 
Council be requested to approve a

supplementary estimate amounting to 
£170 in respect of the provision of furniture,

fittings, lighting, heating, etc., of the 
Common Room.

(ii) That the Management Committee 
consist of five tenants of Layfield

Officer ; such Committee to be 
responsible for formulating rules for the running

20.—COUNCIL HOUSES—TENANCY AGREEMENT :

The Committee gave consideration to the Clause in the Tenancy Agreement which requiresthe sweeping of chimneys every six months. Having regard to the increasing use of srr,6,eiess
fuel the Committee are of opinion that the appropriate clause in the Tenancy Agreement shouldbe amended to provide for the sweeping of chimneys every six months, except in cases where
smokeless fuel is used.

RESOLVED TO RECOMMEND—That authority be given to the Town Clerk to make the
necessary amendment to the appropriate clause in the Agreements for Tenancy of
Council Houses.

2 I.—PURCHASE OF REQUISITIONED PROPERTIES :

I n October, 1947, the Council gave authority for the owners of certain requisitioned
premises to be approached with a view to ascertaining whether they would be prepared to
dispose of their properties and for the views of the Minister of Health to be obtained with
regard to the acquisition by the Council. The Housing Officer reported that accordingly the
owners were tentatively approached and the District Valuer and the Local Rating and Valuation
Officer were asked to place a valuation on the properties.

The estimated cost of building 268 units of accommodation together with the out-buildings
is £358,000. The plans provide for twenty-nine garages to be incorporated in the scheme
with space for the provision of a further twenty-one.

4.—PROPOSED RE-DEVELOPMENT AREAS :

The question of defining areas of comprehensive re-development in the Borough was dealtwith by the Special (Post-War) Development Committee and in September, 1943, the Borough

The Borough Surveyor submitted for the information of the Committee a plan showing T,
vacant land referred to and also the general development of the whole area. It also ind;c*t;the extent to which re-development will have to take place along the Edgware Road fronts.:1i n order to provide for the ultimate widening of that road.

The plan shows that it is proposed to eliminate, as far as possible, the large number of sic.:
turnings and to carry out a re-development based, in the main, on the erection cf three storey
flats. Under this scheme it will be possible to use the small area of vacant land without wail-
ing for the scheme to be carried out as a whole.

As a result of the discussion it was suggested the
where in the future a planning application is approved in respect of a new shop consideratiom
should also be given to the imposition of a condition that the shop should not be converted int:
or used as a restaurant without the consent of the local planning authority and that the reason
for this condition should be that a restaurant might create additional car parking problems. It
was realised that such a condition would not be appropriate in all cases and that it would give
no control over the conversion of existing shops to restaurants. Noted.

3.—ALTERATION OF BUILDINGS :

The Town Clerk submitted information received from the Minister of Town and Count-.
Planning on two questions of interpretation of the Proviso to Section 12 (2) of the Town are

Country Planning Act, 1947. Under paragraph (a) of the Proviso the carrying out of worts

for the maintenance, improvement or other alteration of any building, being works which affect

only the interior of the building or which do not materially affect the external appearance of tre

building, is not deemed to involve development and therefore does not require town planning

permission.

The Minister hod considered the effect of the Proviso in cases where buildings have receive

damage from any cause and in cases where the work in question consists of removing part of fre

internal or party wall dividing two contiguous buildings. In the first case the Minister is advig:

that while the re-building of a damaged house is not within the scope of the Proviso, a restora-

tion of the interior of a building mainly or partly destroyed or a re-building which does r,:'

materially affect its external appearance is within the Proviso and accordingly does not constitute

development. In the second case the Minister concludes that development is not involved if the

works undertaken do not materially affect the appearance of the premises when viewed 
from a

point outside and that it is unnecessary to consider whether the works affect only the 
interior.

I n both cases there may be a material change of use involved which must be considered 
separ-

ately in the light of the particular circumstances.

The Town Clerk stated that the Middlesex County Council, in view of these 
conclusions, h".:i

drawn attention to the necessity for considering action under Section 26 of the Act to 
pre

the restoration of any partly destroyed building which is likely to prejudice any scheme of 
re-

development. The Minister had suggested that where comprehensive re-development is like.

to start within the foreseeable future it might be considered desirable to warn owners in a
dvance

that action under Section 26 would probably be taken if their re-building operations were Pre''

dicial to the local planning authority's re-deelopinent proposals.

RESOLVED—That the Borough Surveyor be instructed to (give consideration to this rn31...,

and submit a report at a future meeting on any cases where action on tho lir

suggested by the Minister should be considered.
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4--EUILDING BYE-LAWS :

The Town Clerk reported the receipt of Circular 105/50 of the Ministry of Health intimating
that the Minister proposes to make an order extending until 31st December, 1951, the period
during which building bye-laws due to lapse before that dato will remain in force. Noted.

5,NATIONAL PARKS AND ACCESS TO THE COUNTRYSIDE ACT, 1949:

(a) Delegation of Powers.

The Town Clerk reported the receipt of formal notification from the Middlesex County
Council that the County Planning Committee have approved in principle the delegation of the
County Council's powers under Section 89 of the above-mentioned Act, subject to the following
conditions

(i) That the delegation should not extend to the planting of trees, etc., on land abutting on
main highways since on arterial and similar roads it is desirable for uniform treatment to
be achieved.

(ii) That schemes of planting and land treatment proposed by a local authority should be to
the approval of the County Council.

These proposals had been approved in principle by the Middlesex Borough and District
Councils' Association and the Clerk of the County Council enquired whether the Borough Coun-
cil is prepared to enter into the necessary agreement with The County Council giving effect to the
,-:rcozsed delegation.

RESOLVED TO RECOMMEND—

(I) That the Town Clerk be instructed to inform the Clerk of the Middlesex County
Council that the Borough Council accept the delegation of powers under Section
89 of the National Parks and Access to the Countryside Act, 1949, on the condi-
tions set out above, on the understanding that the approval of the County Council
will not be necessary in regard to minor schemes of tree planting.

(2) That authority be given for the execution of an agreement in a form to be approved
by the Town Clerk giving effect -to the delegation and for the Corporate Seal to
be affixed thereto.

(b) Survey of Public Rights of Way.

The Town Clerk reported that the Clerk of tho County Council had asked for the formal
approval of the Borough Council to the suggested exclusion of certain areas in the Borough from
the survey of public rights of way which is to be carried out under Section 35 of the Act. The
areas in question are shown on a map received from the Middlesex Borough and District Councils'
Association which indicates that the survey will be carried out only in those portions of the
Borough comprising approximately the Green Belt land in the north, the Welsh Harp Area, the
Hampstead Heath Extension and Golders Hill Park.

RESOLVED TO RECOMMEND—That the Town Clerk be instructed to inform the Clerk

of the Middlesex County Council that the Borough Council concur in the exclusion

of certain areas of the Borough from the survey as indicated on the map referred

to.
(c) Open Country.

The Town Clerk reported that the Middlesex County Council were required to submit a
report to the Minister of Town and Country Planning with regard to Part V of the Act, enabling
local planning authorities to make available to the public access for open air recreation to " open

country " which is defined in the Act as an area consisting wholly or predominantly of " moun-

tain, moor, heath, down, cliff or foreshore ". The County Council, in consultation with the

Middlesex Borough and District Councils' Association, had concluded that no part of the County

comes within this definition and wished to be informed before 8th December whether the Borough

Council agrees with this view.
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RESOLVED—That the Town Clerk be instructed to inform the Clerk of the Middlesex Co,Council that the Borough Council concur in the view that no part of the Bcomprises " open country " as dAred in the Act.

RESOLVED TO RECOMMEND—That the action taken be approved.

The Town Clerk reported the receipt of the decision of the Minister of Town and Country
Planning on the appeal lodged against the Council's refusal of permission for the erection of an
advertisement panel on vacant land adjoining the Silkstream Bridge (West Hendon Ward). The
Minister refers to the fact that the locality is mainly commercial and industrial in character and
that consent was recently given for the display of a similar advertisement panel to be sited
parallel to the road on the same piece of land.

I.—FINANCIAL POLICY—BUDGETARY CONTROL :

The Committee had before them a comprehensive report prepared by the Borough Treasurer
which contained, inter alia, the recommendations of the Standing Committees (with the exception
of the Buildings and Town Planning Committee and the Rating and Valuation Committee which
do not normally initiate Special Expenditure) in connection with the scheme of budgetary control.

These recommendations embody a programme of special expenditure on projects of the

character of improvements or extensions to various services which the respective Committees

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The Borough Treasurer

of the next 3 years to an extent which cannot be foreseen at the present time, viz., wages awards,
increases in cost of materials, etc., and, in this connection an allowance was made in arriving at
she total requirements of all services under the control of the Corporation.

The Committee's attention was also drawn to the possibility that certain functions at

present carried out by the Council may cease ; and, conversely, additional ones may have to be

provided for.

With regard to the requirements for the next 3 years in terms of rate poundages, the

Borough Treasurer stated that these had been calculated on the basis of an estimated penny rate

of £8,150. The Committee were reminded that the machinery of valuation for rating purposes is
row in the hands of the Inland Revenue Authorities and that the first valuation list under the

new arrangements will operate from the 1st April, 1952, or, at latest, 1st April, 1953. It is

expected that the new basis of valuation, which has been specified, will materially affect the

Rateable Value of the Borough and, consequently the product of the Id.

6.—CONTROL OF STREET TRADING :

As instructed by the Committee the Town Clerk submitted a report on the question of
obtaining wider powers for the control of street trading in tho Borough. The report indicated
that this matter was discussed in the report to Parliament by the Home Secretary on the
Middlesex County Council Bill, when it was pointed out that the repeal of the proviso to Sec-
tion 320 of the Middlesex County Council Act, 1944, would bring all itinerant street traders
within the licensing provisions of the Street Trading Act. The Home Secretary had advised that
since the trade of hawker had its roots in antiquity, the proviso should be amended and not
repealed. The Town Clerk was accordingly of the opinion that it was unlikely that Parliament
wculd strengthen the existing provisions in order to require itinerant hawkers to obtain street
trading licences. Noted.

2—WAILING ESTATE—COLLECTION OF RATES WITH RENTS :

The Town Clerk reported that a Conference of Local Authorities in the Outer London Area
having London County Council Housing Estates within their districts was held on 1st November,
1950, when the Council wore represented by the Deputy Mayor, the Chairman of this Committee
and the appropriate officers. The Conference decided to take no action towards securing a
revision of the terms on which the London County Council collect rates with rent from their
tenants.

The Town Clerk also reported that the London County Council had agreed to receive representa-
tives of this Council for discussion of this matter and on 29th November, 1950, the Chairman-
and Vice-Chairman of the London County Council Housing Committee received His Worship
the Mayor, Aldermen Copestake and Knowles and the appropriate officers.

To consider and report on all matters relating to Civil Defence with power to act in cases of
emergenCy.

3.—ORGANISATION OF CIVIL DEFENCE—APPOINTMENT AND DESIGNATION OF OFFICERS :

At the last meeting of the Sub-Committee the Town Clerk reported on the organisation of the County
Division of the Civil Defence Corps. The Corps is sub-divided functionally into six sections, viz., head-
quarters. wardens, pioneer, rescue. ambulance and welfaro.

The County Council have divided the County into three sub-groups, each of which is further divided
into sub-divisions to coincide with the areas of County District Councils.

Hendon is in Sub-Group V' which includes Wembley and Willesden and the Urban Districts of
Harrow, Ruislip-Northwood and Uxbridge. Each sub-group will consist of a Headquarters staff for the
purpose of do-centralizing the work of the County Council and will not necessarily have complete personnel
of the six functional sections into which the Division is divided.

The County Council have appointed a County Civil Defence Officer and other officers to have charge
of the organisation of each section of the Corps at County level and the Borough Council have been
requested to designate officers to take charge of each of the sections (except the ambulance section) in
its sub-division.

I n accordance with instructions given at the last meeting of the Sub-Committee the Chief Officers
have conferred on the question of the designation of officers to take charge of the sections of the sub-

divisional Civil Defence Corps and have submitted the following suggestions as to the designation of

officers to bo in charge of the sections indicated :—

Headquarters—Controller—who would ho responsible for all necessary co-ordination of the various

sections—the Town Clerk, Mr. Leonard Worden.

Pioneer Section—The Borough Engineer and Survoyor—Mr.. A. 0. Knight.

Rescue Section—To be carried out by the department of the Borough Engineer with Mr. J. L.

Pelham (Deputy Borough Engineer) as officer in charge.

Welfare Section—The Town Clerk's P.incipal Assistant—Mr. Harold Blizard.

Evacuation Officer—The Borough Education Officer—Mr. N. F. H. Butcher.
