dedicated the way. Cases, however, frequentl y occur, where,although there is abundant evidence of pubic user throughout living

strict settlements.
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It is proposed by the Bill that, where evidence is given of 40
years' uninterrupted r user of a way, the claim of the public shall
not be defeated merely by showing that the land has been in strict
settlement during that period. Noted.

cases, entrances and exits forming part thereof and adjacent thereto, established by the

Library Authority under the provisions of the Public Libraries Acts, 1892-1919, or any

other statutory modification thereof.

Book " means any and every book, periodical, newspaper, pamphlet, picture, print,

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(c) " Library Authority " means the Urban District Council of Hendon (or its Library Com-
mittee), being the Authority for administering the Public Libraries Acts, within the said
Urban District ; and " Librarian " means the Chief Librarian of the said Library Auth-
ority or in his absence any Assistant in charge.

A person shall not engage in audible conversation in any part of the Library after having
been requested not to do so by an officer or servant of the Library Authority.

3.—A person shall not wilfully obstruct any officer or servant of the Library Authority in the
execution of his duty or wilfully obstruct, disturb. interrupt or annoy any other person in

the proper use of the library_

.—

A person shall not cause or allow any dog or other animal beaangin.g - to him or under his.

control to enter or remain in the library, or bring into any part of the library or of the
grounds attached thereto. except such place (if any) as may be set apart for that purpose,
any bicycle or other wheeled vehicle or conveyance.

;.—A person other than an officer or servant of the Library Authority shall not enter or remain
in any part of the Library not set apart for the use of the public.

6. A person shall not light any match or smoke tobacco or any like substance in any part of the
library set apart for the use of the public : nor shalt he spit on any wall, floor, staircase,
or other part of the library or upon any fitting or arficle forming part of the contents.
thereof.

7. A person shall not write on or mark any book or careiessly or negligently soil, tear, cut,
deface, damage, injure or destroy any book or manuscript forming part of the content%
of the library.

8. A person other than an officer or servant of the Library _Auth_prity shall not affix or post
any bill, placard or notice to or upon any part of the library.

9. No person shall offer anything for sale in the library without the permission of the Libra-
rian.

10.—A person who is offensively unclean in person or in dress, or who is suffering from an offen-
sive disease, shall not enter or use the library.

11. A person shall not lie on the benches. chairs, tables or floor of the library.

1 9 . A person other than an officer or servant of the Library Authority shall not consume in or
upon any part of the library any refreshment or food whatsoever_

13.—A person shall not give a false name or address for the purpose of entering any part of the
library or obtaining any privilege therefrom.

14. A person shall not make a tracing of any portion of a book without the permission of the
Librarian or his duly authorised representative-

15. A person other than an officer or servant of the Library Authority shall not, unless duly
authorised, take any book from any department of the library.

16.—Every
 person who shall offend against any of the foregoing Bye-laws shall be liable for every

such offence to a penalty of five pounds. Provided nevertheless that the Court of Summary
Jurisdiction before whom any proceedings may be taken in respect of any such offence may,
if the Court think tit, adjudge the payment of any sum less than the full amount of the
penalty imposed fin- this Bye-law.

The Surveyor explained that the code would be applicable in this district to the following
classes of buildings, viz :—theatres, public buildings and the larger type of school building
and in order that the code might be made compulsory, application would have to be made to
the Minister of Health under Section 157 of the Public Health Act, 1875, as amended by
Section 23 of the Public Health Acts Amendment Act, 1890, to adopt such code as a series
of bye-laws.
