23.—COUNTY OF MIDDLESEX DEVELOPMENT PLAN :

(a) Land between Woodfield Avenue and Hillfield Avenue, N.W.9.

The Town Clerk reported to me that an objection had been lodged against the allocation of
this land in the County Development Plan for public open space purposes, and that the Clerk of
the County Council had asked to be supplied with a Proof of Evidence for use at the Public Inquiry
into the Plan.

In view of the fact that the land is the subject of a claim under Part VI of the Town and
Country Planning Act, 1947, and that the Estates, Parks and Allotments Committee have deferred
consideration of its acquisition, I decided, after consultation with the Chairman of that Committee,
that the County Council should he informed that this Council arc not proceeding at the present
time with the acquisition of the land, and suggested that the objection should not be resisted.

I concurred in the suggestion of the Middlesex County Council that the objectors' proposal
for the allocation of the land for industrial purposes should be opposed, but that no objection
should be raised to its allocation for residential purposes or possibly for office purposes.

(b) Allotments at West Hendon.

In August, 1952, the Council lodged a forfnal objection against the provisions of the County

2231' 
Development Plan relating to allotments at West Hendon, pending investigation of the position.

The Town Clerk informed me that it was found that the area of 15.95 acres defined in the
Development Plan as allotments was the area to which this Council expressed agreement in
November, 1949, when considering the future proposals for the Welsh Harp.

(c) Bunns Lane Depot.

Provision was made in the County Development Plan for the extension of Bunns Lane Depot
over the adjoining land and a number of objections have been lodged by adjoining users.

I was informed that after giving further consideration to this matter, the Borough Enp.ineer
and Surveyor was of the opinion that in view of the Council's policy regarding the provision of
a central transport depot and workshops at the destructor works, and the fact that the Hendon
Way Depot has now become the central depot for the whole Borough, the present area available
at Bunns Lane is sufficient.

It appears also that the cost of acquiring the additional land would be out of proportion to
the degree of benefit likely to be achieved.

I, therefore, instructed the Town Clerk to inform the Clerk of the County Council that this
Council did not wish to press for the extension of Bunns Lane Depot and to suggest that the
objections should not he resisted.

(d) Proposed Library Site, Cricklewood Lane.

In August, 1952, the Council lodged an objection against the County Development Planbecause provision had not been made for a branch library site in Cricklewood Lane. Later, at therequest of the County Council, particulars of a suggested site were supplied.

The Town Clerk reported to me that it would be difficult to obtain an amendment to theDevelopment Plan at this stage, but that the Area Planning Officer proposed to report on thismatter to the Area Planning Committee, and saw no reason why the proposal should not be agreedand confirmed by the County Planning Committee. It would then become an item to be includedin the quinquennial review of the Development Plan, and in the meantime the site could be safe-guarded by noting on the record sheets.

Having considered all the circumstances, I agreed to this proposal and instructed the TownClerk to withdraw the objection which had been lodged.

CONFERENCE, 1953:

The Town Clerk reported to me that he had received notice of the National Housing and
Town Planning Council's Annual Conference to be held at Eastbourne from 28th to 30th October,
1953.

I agreed that in respect of the plot over which Council reserve an easement right for a

sewer, no structure should be erected except with the consent in writing of the Council

which might be given, subject to such reasonable conditions as the Council might

decide.

I agreed that the houses should be constructed within 3 years 9 months, subject

(a) to the construction of roads, sewers and services by the Council, and

(b) to strikes, lock-outs, etc.

I agreed, subject to provision being made in case of sale to Council-nominated persons,

that minor variations of frontage, type or specification should not increase the selling

price of the house.

(6) I agreed :—

(a) That a list of proposed purchasers from the Council's Waiting List should be sub-
mitted to the next meeting of the Housing Committee.

1—Aseertainment 
of Deaf and Partially Deaf Children

In January, 1952, the County Council agreed to extend to the whole County, in a modified

way, the scheme for the 
routine testing by gramophone audiometry of the hearing of school

children which had been tried on an experimental basis in Health Areas 3, 7 and 10 only.

This decision was made in the belief that the equipment for routine testing would consist

of gramophone audiometers as these were the only instruments approved at the time for this

purpose. The Minister of Education has, however, since informed the Authority that she is

now prepared to approve the purchase of pure-tone audiometers for sweep testing of school

children. This apparatus has the additional advantage of enabling tests to be made on

children who are younger than those who can be tested by gramophone audiometers. The

question of aural testing has, therefore, been reconsidered and the County Council has decided

that the modified scheme approved to extend testing to cover the whole County should be
undertaken by the purchase of a number of pure-tone audiometers and the appointment of

additional operators and not by means of gramophone audiometry. In order to keep expense

to a minimum the County Council decided that areas must combine in their use of equipment
and staff. The County Council decided also that routine testing should be undertaken for a

limited age group only, i.e., children between the ages of 7 and 11 years—broadly, the junior
school group. By confining examinations to this age group, there is a reasonable prospect of

these children having an audiometric test every 2-21 years. As pure-tone audiometers can
be used for children below the age of 7 it may be found possible in the light of experience
and speed of operation to extend the scheme to include children in infant schools. Special
cases can, of course, be referred for examination and the apparatus and operators will be
available in school holidays for purposes other than routine testing.

Administratively, the sweep test has several advantages. It requires a small room only,
there is no confusion of wires and earphones, and since the test is an individual one, the
examiner can suit her approach to the child's needs.

Audiometry, as its name implies, is a measurement of hearing and its application is of
value in detecting minor def7ees of deafness which may have been missed at a periodic
medical inspection or which may have occurred since.

An Audiometrician has been appointed whose services will be shared between Area 3
(Tottenham and Homsey) and Area 4 (Hendon and Finchley).

1.—CONSULTATION WITH LONDON TRANSPORT EXECUTIVE :

The Sub-Committee received Mr. F. D. Rose, Assistant Public Relations Officer, Mr. A.

Choutfot, Divisional Superintendent Central Road Services and Mr. G. J. Dickins, Development

Superintendent of the London Transport Executive for the purpose of discussing the Executive's

replies on matters previously referred to them, and certain additional matters which had been

before the Highways Committee at their last meeting.

The following is a brief summary of the discussion on the various matters:—

(1) Electrification of oh: Raiiway Line from Mill Hill East to Edgware.

The Sub:Committee again pointed ou: the extent to which it is necessary for passengers travel-

ling from London daily to change from train to 'bus for the last portion of their journey and the
congestion which results on the local 'bus service. The London Transport representatives reiter-
ated the statement in their letter of the 27th April, 1953, that the electification of the railway
line would not permit any comparable saving through reduction of the existing 'bus service.
The extension of the tube line had been proposed before the war when the Green Belt had not
been defined, and the Executive felt that having regard to the Green Belt proposals, Edgware was
adequately catered for by the present Northern Line. They pointed out that the journey from
London via Mill Hill East to Edgware would be longer than the existing direct journey and stated
that they could not find traffic justification for an extension of rail facilities beyond those existing
at present.

(2) Late Night Trains and 'Buses.

The Executive's letter indicated that observations showed that later 'buses on route 240 from
Golders Green to Mill Hill East conveyed only small numbers of passengers and that there was no
indication that a late service could be justified to Parson Street and Mill Hill East.

The Sub-Committee expressed the view that the small number of passengers was due to the
fact that residents were aware that no 'buses were available and that if a service were provided to.
a later hour and residents were aware of that fact, they would use them in greater numbers.

After some discussion the London Transport Executive representatives agreed to consider the
provision of additional 'buses at approximately 11.50 p.m. and 12.15 a.m. from Golders Green
Station to Mill Hill East for an experimental period to commence not earlier than the middle of
September, and to arrange adequate publicity (including press notice) for two weeks beforehand.
The Sub-Committee indicated that they had no objection to the widening of the service intervals
before 11.5(1 p.m. if this should be necessary.

(3) Great North Way.

The Sub-Committee again pressed the case for the provision of a 'bus service along Great
North Way and suggested that if the London Transport Executive were unable to agree to a
diversion of Route 13 they should consider diverting Route '58. The London Transport representa-
tives indicated that they would find difficulty in diverting 'buses from Service 58 but rais.,..1 the
possibility of diverting 'buses from Service 240 at Parson Street. They agreed to look into the
matter again in the light of the discussion.

(6) Rushgrove Avenue.

The Sub-Committee discussed with the London Transport representatives a letter from a

resident asking that attention should be given to the provision of travelling facilities for the 

Rushgrove Avenue area. The possibility of diverting Service 83 or 183 to serve Colindeep La,

and this area has previously been discussed and it has been found impossible to make suitable 1
arrangements.

It was concluded that no action can be taken in this matter.

(7) Broadfields Area.

The London Transport representatives were informed that the Broadfields Park Residents
Association wished to press for the provision of travelling facilities and had suggested that failing :
a diversion of service 113, a shuttle service should be arranged from route 240 every half-hour.
The Sub-Committee also put forward the Association's request for the running of service 113 at 
more regular intervals and for the provision of shelters for 'bus passengers on Edgware Way.
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The London Transport representatives stated that they were unable to provide a service for
this area by diversion from service 240 and pointed out that the estate was considered to be
within reasonable distance of existing facilities. On the question of irregularity of service 113 t

they stated that measures were being taken to improve the position. With regard to provision of

shelters they pointed out that their expenditure was limited and there was a large number of out-

standing applications, but they would investigate the possibility of providing shelters in the vicinity

of the Broadfields Estate.

(8) 'Bus Stopping Places—Edgware Road.

At the last meeting of the Highways Committee, it was reported that the London Transport

Executive, while unwilling to make any major change in the 'bus stopping places on Edgware

Road near Brent Park Road, were willing to move the stopping place for north-bound 'buses

approximately 40 yards to the south. The Town Clerk had informed the Executive that the

Council agreed that this proposed alternative would be an improvement, but wished to press 
for

the alteration previously sought in the stopping place for south-bound 'buses.

The Sub-Committee took the opportunity of discussing this matter with the London 
Transport

representatives, but after discussion concluded that the removal of the stopping place for south-

bound 'buses would not be practicable. The representatives agreed to proceed with the proPagd

alteration in the stopping place for north-bound 'buses.

2.—EDGWARE TO ELSTREE LIGHT RAILWAY PROPOSAL :

In addition, the Society, in response to a request
by the Borough of Hendon Old People's Welfare Committee, had commenced, on the 8th July,
1953, at Derby House, a similar service for those aged persons in the Borough who were not mem-
bers of the Society's Evergreen Clubs and who were unable to pay full fees.

The Society regretted, however, that lack of funds would enforce them to curtail this much
needed service unless some financial help was given to them, and they accordingly requested the
Council to assist by way of making a grant to the Society in respect of this service.

RESOLVED TO RECOMMEND—That the Medical Officer of Health be instructed to
suggest to the British Red Cross Society that they should submit their application
for a grant to the Borough of Hendon Old People's Welfare Committee.

6.—HARDNESS OF WATER SUPPLIED BY THE COLNE VALLEY WATER COMPANY :

The General Purposes Committee, at their last meeting, considered a letter from the Town
Clerk of Wembley with reference to the hardness of water supplied by the Coln Valley Water
Company. The Health Committee of the Wembley Borough Council had received information
concerning the average hardness per month of samples of water taken by that Company in Wemb-
ley since January, 1951, which indicated that the degree of hardness varied during the period in
question between 215 parts per million and 261 parts per million. The variation appeared to beerratic and not related to the seasons of the year.

The Wembley Council, being of the opinion that the water supplied by the Company is toohard, had decided to ask certain local authorities, including Hendon, for their views, and enquiredw hether the Council would be prepared to join them in the submission of a protest to theCompany.
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The General Purposes Committee had recommended that the Wembley Council be informed

that, having 
regard to the expenditure involved in softening the water supplied, this Council feel

that no 
useful purpose would be served by submitting a protest to the Company, but the Council

decided however, at their last meeting, to refer this matter to this Committee for consideration,

and report. 

The Medical Officer of Health reported that water is regarded as being hard if the degree of

total hardness is 
between 200 and 300 parts per million. From reports of 23 samples sent to

him by the Company during the current year, the highest degree of hardness was 246 parts per

million, the lowest being 216 parts per million in February.

He reminded the Committee that only a portion of the Borough is supplied with water by

the Colne Valley Water Company, the remainder of the Borough being served by the Metropolitan

Water Board. The water supplied by the latter undertaking is also a hard water with a total

hardness in the region of 250 parts per million.

The Medical Officer of Health stated that he was not aware of any injury to health likely to

be caused by either of the water supplies mentioned.

15.—REMAINDER OF PROGRAMME :

As instructed at the last meeting, the Borough Engineer and Surveyor submitted a report
on the time which would be required to complete the Council's programme for the installation of
improved lighting throughout the Borough. The report indicated that the progress which could be
maintained for the completion of the scheme was dependent on a number of factors and that
seven years was the minimum time which would be required. In the light of prevailing condi-
tions, however, the Borough Engineer and Surveyor suggested that a period of 10 years would be
more realistic. On that basis the annual number of lamps to be erected would be 640 and the annual
expenditure involved approximately £31,000. He also informed the Committee that if the Councildecided on a continuous programme of works spread over a period of years, the Eastern
Electricity Board would probably be prepared to allocate additional jointers to this district witha view to maintaining continuous progress on the work.

The Committee gave cons'cleration to the method of financing the expenditure involved incompleting the scheme and, after consideration,
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RESOLVED TO RECOMMEND—

( I ) That the Borough Engineer and Surveyor be instructed to prepare the remainder of
the improved lighting programme on the basis that the works will be completed
in a period of 10 years, but with the understanding that this period will be reduced
if it is found possible to proceed more quickly with the work.

(2) That, subject to the concurrence of the Finance Committee, the expenditure incurred
be met by way of a loan over a period of 15 years in regard to the purchase of
fittings and over a period of 25 years in regard to the remaining materials and works.

The Town Clerk reported that no warning letters had been issued and no proceedings instituted

in respect of street trading offences since the last meeting of the Committee. Noted.

F.—OBSTRUCTION OF THE HIGHWAY :

The Town Clerk submitted reports of the Shops Act and Street Trading Inspector regarding
obstruction of the highway by wooden boxes placed on the footway outside shops.

The Committee indicated that they were not satisfied with the manner in which the experi-
mental late night service on route 240 had been operated or with the publicity given to it, and the
London Transport representatives undertook that they would look into this matter again and con-
sider the possibility of operating a late night service for a further experimental period. They also
stated that they would bear in mind the question of providing late 'buses at other stations.

(b) Great North Way—Suggested 'Bus Service.

This matter was again discussed with the London Transport representatives, who indicated
the reasons for which they felt themselves unable to provide a 'bus service along Great North
Way.

(c) Issue of Early Morning Tickets at Burnt Oak Station.

Councillor Paul was present during the discussion of this item and informed the London
Transport representatives of the extent to which the difficulties experienced in obtaining early
morning tickets at Burnt Oak Station had recently increased. The London Transport repre-
sentatives agreed that the circumstances had altered since they had taken observations at this
station, and stated that they would look into the question again.

(d) 'Bus Service 83.

At a meeting of the Travelling Facilities Sub-Committee in March, 1953, an intimation was

Amending paragraph 14 of the National Scheme and paragraph 8 of the Scheme for
Miscellaneous Classes of Officers consequent upon the recent changes made in the cash
maternity benefits of the National Insurance Scheme.

(v) Appointment of Juniors and Admission of Higher Age Groups

That the following paragraph 2 be substituted for the existing paragraphs 2 and 3 of
the National Scheme :—

"2.—APPOINTMENT OF JUNIORS :

(i) Junior entrants to the local government service shall normally be appointed at
age 16. Entrance to the service shall be by examination followed by interview. The
examination shall be devised and managed by the Local Government Examinations Board,
subject to appropriate arrangements being made, through the medium of the Provincial
Councils, to meet the requirements of particular localities and areas.

(ii) Employing authorities shall make suitable provision for the recruitment at age
18+ of those who have remained at school after sitting the General Certificate of Educa-
tion examination.

(iii) After appointment appropriate consideration should be given to the question of
further educational training for individual entrants in the light of the provisions of para-
graph 8 (Post-Entry Training and Financial Assistance) of the Scheme.

(iv) As an interim measure a General Certificate of Education in English (or English
language), Mathematics or Science, and two other papers at ordinary level will be accepted
as exempting a candidate for appointment from the examination referred to in (i) above.

(v) As a further interim measure where an individual employing authority finds it
impracticable because of present day circumstances to recruit junior staff by the examina-
tion referred to in (i) above, then the question of the application of the examination in that
particular instance shall be determined by the Provincial Council.

NOTE : It is permissible under paragraph (i) above to recruit juniors from secondary
modern schools at age 15 provided the candidates pass successfully the
entrance examination."

The National Joint Council have indicated that the Local Government Examinations

Board will now consider the action to be taken in connection with the. examinations referred

to in paragraph 2 (i).

(vi) Poet-Entry Training—Financial Assistance s

That a paragraph be added to paragraph 8 of the National Scheme explaining that the

Scheme of Financial Assistance gives the necessary facility to employing authorities to en-

courage their staffs to qualify by examination, that recruits to the service should be informed

of the facilities and the opportunity thereby given them to qualify for promotion and that

employing authorities are urged to apply the provisions of the paragraph so as to ensure that

the standard of the Local Government Service will at all times be commensurate with the duties

it is called upon to perform.

The National Join Council recommend local authorities to take a constant active interest

in this matter and to adopt locally any practices which it is considered will be of value. e.g.,

regular contacts with secondary schools involving talks to pupils and visits by pupils to

administrative centres, etc.
